Emotional Traits in Youth Growing up in Labour-migrants Families

The article deals with the issues of youth growing up in today’s labour-migrant families in
Ukraine, as well as the possible threats associated with such type of families. The author pre-
sents the comparative results of empirical studies of emotional traits of adolescents growing up
in families of labor emigrants, divorced families and two-parent families. The results of empiri-
cal studies prove that prolonged labor emigration of parents has a negative impact on the emo-
tional sphere of teenagers. The author explains significantly higher scores on a scale of “anger”,
“anxiety”, “repressiveness” and “interest” obtained during the empirical studies among adoles-
cents in these families as a response to the prolonged absence of significant persons (particular-

ly mothers), and the lack of daily support of teenagers from the nearest environment. The re-
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sults of the studies allowed the author to understand better the pecualiarities of emotional fea-
tures of adolescents growing up in the families of labor emigrants. These results can be useful to
psychologists, educators and parents who are faced with the problem of teaching and upbring-
ing of adolescents growing up in families of labor emigrants.
