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Summary

The majorants of art language of mythopoetics in XIX century
are considered which were defined within the framework of basic
poetological paradigms — romanticism, realism, symbolism. Usage
of art images and ideas in a context of allegorical or not alleg-
orical chronotop, of mythic or profan history and metaphysical or
real sphere has determined the types of designing of metaphorical
continium including philosophical, moral, ethical and psycological
areas which have created a certain complete symbolical hypertext,
incorporing symbolical and allegorical intertexts.
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
