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Vallo L.I. Features of social rehabilitation of teachers
before retirement age: the empirical aspect of the study. The
article addresses the problem of social rehabilitation of people of
mature age in domestic and foreign studies. The specifics of
readaptation of teachers of pre-retirement age in general educational
institutions in comparison with other professions are revealed. It has
been stated that activity for a mature specialist is one of the main
spheres of his life activity, and the most significant pleasure at this
stage. To find out the specifics of rehabilitation of teachers of pre-
retirement age, the results of diagnostics on self-awareness,
motivational, emotional and communicative spheres and sphere of
activity are analyzed (characterizes the teacher as the subject of labor,
actually his activity, his relation to activity, his relations with
colleagues and students) at specialists of this age. A comparative
analysis of the results of the study of similar characteristics was
conducted in the study of the other two groups (according to age and
profession criteria). It is established that the factors of social
readaptation of a teacher's personality are its adaptive potential in
personal and social changes at the level of primary re-adaptation.
Specific psychological peculiarities of teachers of pre-retirement age
(distinguishing them, first of all, from younger teachers) are: a
feeling of greater realizability of their own potential; a clear vision of
one's own future, a tendency to render professional activity more
meaningful.
