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Kovalenko A. A. The relationship between the institutionalization of political parties
and democratic consolidation

Relation between the party institutionalization and democratic consolidation for a long
time is being at the focus of political scientists. The most common is the view that, given the
importance of political parties for the effective functioning of democratic institutions, their
institutionalization is an important catalyst for democratic consolidation.

The degree of party institutionalization can be assessed on two main criteria: 1) their
organizational development and 2) the strength of relations with civil society. The organiza-
tional dimension focuses primarily on quantitative indicators: number of members; the repre-
sentation of parties in all administrative units of the country,; available financial resources.

Rootedness of political parties in society is defined by the election results (the size of the
nucleus of loyal supporters of parties that consistently vote for it, volatility of electoral pref-
erences of citizens that assess the ability of parties to represent their interests and consistent-
ly implement their election programs), and the opinion polls, which reveal the degree of party
identification of citizens and their confidence in the political parties as such.

Party identification shows how voters identify with a particular party, it is a kind of
expression of public communication with the party that is still seen as a central element of a
democratic regime. The level of trust in political parties shows the strength of their relation-
ship with the electorate, their effectiveness in the legislative and executive authorities.

In Ukraine the process of party institutionalization is not yet complete. This is evidenced
by the low level of trust in them, which in the past five years ranges from 11-20%. It also a
low level of Ukrainian membership in political parties. Ukrainian parties poorly perform rep-
resentative function: only 23% of Ukrainian believes, that the political parties are one that
protects their interests. The current bipolar party system is represented on the one hand pro-
European coalition, and on the other by Oppozition block. The party system of Ukraine keeps
the features of the system of moderate pluralism and has not yet entered steady look.

The Revolution of dignity gives grounds to say that Ukraine embarked on the path of dem-
ocratic consolidation: the citizens and political forces reached a consensus on the importance
of democratic institutions and the necessity of strengthening the European way of develop-
ment. Thus, the process of democratic consolidation was made possible by weak institution-
alization of political parties. The lack of strong «parties of powery, as it was in the case in
Russia or even Turkey, prevented the strengthening of authoritarian tendencies, weakening
opposition forces, reducing pluralism in the political system.

The impact of decentralization on the strengthening of ethnoregional parties are conside-
red. The additional factors (economic, political and demographical) also must be taken into
account in explanation of this phenomenon. The probability the emergence of the ethnoregio-
nal parties in Ukraine is analyzed; five types of local parties — charismatic, postrevolutional,
loyal, lobbying and ethnic — are defined.

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Stoyko O. The perspectives of ethnoregional parties in the context of decentralization

The aggravation of interethnic relations, deepening decentralization, strengthening
regionalization create favorable conditions for the development etnoregional parties both in
federal and unitary states, and attracted the attention of researchers.

The regional party is not always the product of regional differences, as they encourage
political identity under regional distinctions. Moreover, they can create these identities,
manipulating the opinion of the inhabitants of a certain territory. In other words, leaders of
regional parties may use regional differences to form local identities, but regional differences
do not necessarily lead to the formation of regional identity.

As far as more and more social conflicts are served through the prism of infringement of
minority rights (ethnic, linguistic, religious) that normally live compactly in a particular area,
in practice it’s quite difficult to establish the differences between ethnic and regional parties.
So the most suitable notion is ethnoregional party.

Typically, etnoregional party is a product of historical development (Canada) or by-prod-
uct of decentralization reforms (the UK, Spain, Italy).

The prospects of ethnoregional parties depend not only on the scope of power transferred
on regional and local levels during decentralization. It should take into account the economic
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(the worsening of economic situation will encourage wealthy regions to seek more autonomy),
political (the attempts of certain forces to destabilize the state by escalating ethnic and region-
al conflicts) and demographic (increase in the number of migrants) factors.

In Ukraine etnoregional parties are absent. However, the results of elections to regional
councils in October 2015 gives the evidence of the existence so-called local parties, whose
electoral base is limited to a certain territory and they do not impose requirements on its spe-
cial status. They can be classified into the following types: charismatic, postrevolutional,
loyal, lobbying and ethnic.

The solid evidences for positive or negative impact on the state of decentralization and
inter-ethnic relations in the country are lacking. To minimize the possible positive effects of
decentralized institutions on positions etnoregional parties it’s necessary: 1) to minimize the
influence of regional authorities on the national policy of the country and 2) avoid concentra-
tion of minority groups within the same region. In Ukraine we should refrain from any steps
that weaken the unitary system and oblige political parties to register their candidates for the
regional and local councils in the 2/3 of the country, which complicate the emergence etnore-
gional parties.
