And for of foreign the intern-surgeons it's impartao mastering of surgical manipulation and staafesurgical
interventions in treating the most common surgitiatases or providing an emergency assistancess aaemergency
conditions. Development of modern surgery is imfidssvithout modern techniques, including lapargscdechnology,
S0 it's necessary to prepare medical interns tokveor equipment that meets the time. This requicesetonstruct the
process of teaching surgery both students and mietliterns towards a positive effect - mastering fall range of
theoretical knowledge and practical skills with tredp of modern equipment.
