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Summary

A complex study of prosodic peculiarities of political speech considering image
characteristics of a leader and situational context was carried out. The results of the
investigation justify the restricted character of prosodic forms of British politicians
public speeches which is reflected in the frequency of descending patterns, peculiarities
of tempo and pausation.

The HDL-Atherosclerosis Treatment Study (HATS) was an angiografic study carried
out in 160 CHD patients with low HDL (< 35mg/dl in men, < 40 mg’dl in women) and
with LDL < 145 mg/dl. They were randomised to: simvastatin 10-20 mg/day plus niacin
2-4 g/day, antioxidant vitamins (E, C, beta carotene), or placebo.

The primary end points were mean per-patient three-year change in percent
Stenosis in nine coronary segments, and the time to first event (coronary death,
myocardial infarction, stroke or revascularisation).

The Framingham Study, which followed up patients with diabetes for 30 years,
showed that the relative risks of all manifestations of atherosclerosis-related diseases —
coronary heart diseases, cardiac failure, peripheral vascular disease and stroke — are
markedly increased in patients with diabetes.

The failure to diagnose HIV-1 during pregnancy places an HIV-infected newborn
at high risk of morbidity and mortality during the first year of life — a time in which the
immune system is immature and the risk of rapid HIV-1 progression is high.
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Nevertheless, even though some authors have found a significant adverse effect of
malnutrition on the growth and development of facial bones of children and on the
development of skeletal muscles (demonstrated by reduced measures of the length of
the skull base, height of the jaw, width of the maxilla and mandible, lower face height
and dental and skeletal ages), a possible increase in the prevalence and/ or severity of
malocclusion has not been assessed.

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Summary

This paper deals with the form and use of meta-textual reformulation markers in
research medical papers written in English. Considering the form and frequency of the
markers, our results show that specification (when authors expend the content of some
utterance or notion), synonyms, paraphrasing, and author’s explanations seem to be the
most widely used. The analysis of the text corpus allows to find out that English authors
usually reformulate to add more information to the concept. These meta-textual markers
help to reduce the cognitive load on readers.
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
