The article is devoted to the presence and activity of the Athenian officials
amphictyons at the island of Delos in the IV century B. C. A brief digression his-
tory of earlier relationships with Athens and Delos sanctuary of Apollo is giv-
en. The origin of the title of this post is investigated. Some researchers believe
that it is the desire of the Athenians to be patrons of the sanctuary, and recall
the existence of an earlier archaic Amphictyony. Others say that this post is the
innovation of Athens, and the Athenians themselves sought to create their own
Amphictyony.

The main duty of amphictyons was to maintain the temple treasury, loan
debtors, issuing rent of temple lands and property. The main debtors of the tem-
ple were individuals, the neighboring cities and islands. It is proved that using
it Athens controlled the Cycladic islands. In addition, the author considers the
cases of delians’resistance of the presence of Athenian Amphictyons at the is-
land. In 314 B. C. Delos received its independence and control over the sanc-
tuary of Apollo.

The article deals with the role of the sacred objects «keepersy in communi-
cation with believers at the earthly remains of saints in the Kyiv-Pechersk large
monastery out of participating in divine services at the end of 18" — the first
decades of 20™ ct. For Orthodox Christians the sainted place became the cen-
tre of social system, where prayers and «keepers» of sacred object co-operated.

Separately of participating in divine services the «keepersy of relics in Lavra
spared attention to communication with believers foremost at the level of caves
guide. Not only ordinary monks but also deputy and even metropolitan could exe-
cute this duty depending on a situation.

Guides were to carry out such duties: safely conduct people from a cave and,
probably, to watch after an order round sacred objects.

Special monk to the cross of st. Mark Pechernyk, could be selected to help
the guide not only for an additional honouring of saint but also in an order to
accelerate and more rationally send the stream of prayers. In fact even the place
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
