In article features the world practice the organization of effective functioning of small agricultural
enterprises. Based enterprises are rural households. The article analyses some aspects of state policy to
promote small agricultural enterprise. The author emphasizes the need to optimize the information system
effective functioning of farms and small-scale commodity types. Grounded socio-economic importance of
private farms for the process of development of rural areas.

It is well-proven that one of directions of increase of competitiveness of production there is creation
of co-operative associations. In particular cooperative stores play an important role agriculture of Spain,
uniting small and middle farmers. On the whole a 10%% GDP of country falls out on the stake of co-
operative organizations. They operate mainly in agriculture, but also in the field of financial, industry,
building of accommodation, wholesale and retail trade.

The problem of avoidance of monopolistic dictate of mediators that are international for shallow
agricultural producers is reflected. In this connection the decision of this problem appears universal, namely
creation systems of co-operative organizations, that give to the members of corresponding services. Very
valuable is practical experience of countries that joined in EU and successfully develop an agrarian
production. One of such examples there is a public policy of the Polish government.

Foreign experience of state support is generalized. For the improvement of professional level of
persons busy in agriculture of Poland, state support of educational activity of both public and private
institutions and organizations is envisaged. The subjects of studies include: study of minimum requirements
on accordance of person with realization of agricultural activity, economy and management in an agricultural
production, popularization of new directions of agricultural activity with the aim of search of receipt of
higher profits; organization of the proper terms of maintenance of animals and guard of natural environment.

Many developed countries are taking serious measures to use domestic rather than imported energy.
Ukraine vice versa becoming more dependent. The effects of such policy indicates that Ukrainian economy
losses of expensive energy for domestic industry, which has the row character. Results of such policy was
investigated with the help of econometric research and relationship between some variables.

Investigate the relationship between industrial production, energy imports, the real exchange rate and
total exports, which will help understand the productivity of the national economy, its export orientation and
causes of deep recessions in 2008 — 2009 and 2012 - 2014; find out solutions to overcome the situation.

Relationship between energy imports, industrial production in Ukraine, aggregate exports and the
real exchange rate was managed to find through conducted econometric research.

Changes in the structure of industrial production of the national economy to export-oriented sectors
making Ukraine more dependent on external conditions and expensive energy. Such dependence explains the
reasons of deep recessions in 2008—2009 and 2012-2014, limitations of energy imports because of higher
prices, that leads to stagnation of exports and as a result reduction of industrial production. The paper
proposed a number of initiatives to tackle this situation.

It was possible to identify the relationship between energy imports, industrial production in Ukraine,
aggregate exports and the real exchange rate, so you can conclude that changes in the structure of industrial
production in Ukraine export-oriented sector put national economy dependent on external conditions and
expensive energy. Revealed that the decrease in the real exchange rate contributes to the restoration of
industrial production, but does not have the expected beneficial effects on exports.

A number of steps towards improving the situation, in particular: energy supply in accordance with
the real needs and increase the efficiency of use of energy sources.

The subject of research are theoretical positions, methodological approaches and practical
recommendations on the interaction and division of powers between local state administrations and bodies of
local self-government in the implementation of regulatory policy. The aim of the article attempts to shed
light on General issues of interaction and delineation of powers of local authorities with local administrations
in the implementation of state regulatory policy. Theoretical and methodological basis of research are
scientific works of leading domestic and foreign scientists and economists to the issues of local self-
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government. In the research process used such General scientific and special research methods:
monographic, analysis, synthesis, induction and deduction, classification and analytical. Problems of
interaction of local Executive authorities and bodies of local self-government in Ukraine became a subject of
research of many scientists. However virtually no comprehensive studies of the interaction of local state
administrations and bodies of local self-government in the implementation of regulatory policy. The study
directly the interaction between local Executive authorities and bodies of local self-government is
fragmented. The modern system of relations of local governments with public authorities in the
implementation of state regulatory policy defined by the current distribution of powers, which currently does
not provide external control over the regulatory activities of local governments, leading to the adoption of a
regulatory act with violation of the established procedure or those that do not meet the principles of state
regulatory policy. Given the importance of the state regulatory policy in economic development, the creation
of a favorable business climate and investment image, the system now in place has proved a failure. Proper
implementation of regulatory policy bodies of local self-government is impossible without the existence of a
clear and logical mechanism that would ensure compliance with the local government principles and
procedures of the state regulatory policy during the implementation of their regulatory activity. The article
deals with the General issues of interaction and delimitation of authorities of local governments with local
public administrations in the implementation of state regulatory policy. Studied organizational foundations of
state regulatory policy implementation by local governments. We analyzed the implementation mechanism
of the state regulatory policy, local state administrations and bodies of local self-government.
