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propositions for the improvement of the national legislation in this sphere.

To achieve this objective the author of the article: 1) has analyzed the definition of terms
“food safety’ and “safe food” according to the legislation of Ukraine and the European Union;
and has suggested their own wording; 2) has determined the essence of the terms “food security”
and “food products” (“food”); 3) has characterized the peculiarities of administrative and legal
regulation of food safety in the overall system of regulation of relations regarding safety and
quality of food and has provided propositions for improving the national legislation in this sphere.

Itis concluded that European Union legislation on food safety is different with comprehensive
approach and operates on the principle “from farm to fork”, including all kinds of food products
of animal and plant origin; food produced by using genetically modified organisms; food
products with specific characteristics. This chain also covers feed-stuffs intended for farm
animals. The regulation covers all stages of production, processing and circulation of food
products and informing consumers.

In order to improve the national legislation in the field of administrative and legal regulation
of safety and quality of food products the author has suggested to pay considerable attention to
the issue of correlation between food safety and food quality under the laws of Ukraine and the
European Union, because it is important in terms of European integration processes in Ukraine.

Reznichenko Larisa. Protection as a Component of Subjective Civil Rights of Consumers
of Educational Services

The article explores the issue whether the right to protection is a competence, which is
part of the subjective civil right of consumer of educational services or it should be considered
as a separate subjective right. We analyzed in civil law existing paradigms, which reveal the
content of the subjective right. The apologists of the first approach distinguish in the content
of subjective right legal authority of holder ‘s own actions, demand powers of certain behavior
from third parties, as well as powers for protection of violated rights. The presence of third
legal authority is excluded from the second approach. The protection of subjective right is
considered as a protective opportunity, and protected subjective right itself as a regulatory
opportunity. Supporters of three-element content of subjective right are deprived of opportunity
to differentiate the legal relations on regulatory and protective. It is concluded that there is no
need to include entitlement to protection in despite of logic requirements and legal principle of
economy in the structure of subjective right. We propose to consider protection of subjective right
as a protective opportunity, and protected subjective right as a regulatory one. All legal relations,
as well as the right itself, are power relations. It is a relationship of enactment. Forced enactment
in legal relations that arises in violation of regulatory law becomes a reality. Mandative element
in regulatory subjective right has no separate existence, but it is taken into account both by legal
entities and third parties. Regulatory subjective civil right and subjective right to its defense
differ in bases and point of origin, content and subject composition, therefore, both subjective
right and right to its protection are different phenomena, as they arise, develop and are terminated
on the basis of their own laws. Subjective civil law on higher education, which is subjected to
judicial protection, in any case, is ahead of the entitlement implementation to its legal defense.
Subjective civil law on higher education appears before entitlement to its defense, because the
need for judicial protection of such regulatory right arises only when its violation or contest take
place. Authority on the protection of subjective civil law, in contrast to the latter, is connected
with the dispute subject - intangible benefits aimed at meeting the educational needs, not directly,
but indirectly and it is manifested through ways to protect the violated rights. According to its
content filling the right to protection and regulatory law do not coincide, however the mutual
dependence between them is obvious.
