THE FORMATION OF CHILD’S SELF-ESTEEM IN ONE-PARENT FAMILY

The social factor plays the main role in the individual’s formation, as a personality is a measure
of social human’s development. Family is an essential part of the formation of an individual and his self-
esteem. In families happens children’s primary socialization, awareness of what is good and what is bad,
the formation of moral basis, life admonitions and value orientations, determination of interests, life aims
etc. But modern Ukrainian family experiences not its best times. Its functions are adversely affected by
such problems as population’s impoverishment, housing issues, system’s of conventional educational
values degradation, unemployment etc. Our government thoroughly takes care of family’s welfare and its
moral wellbeing. Future citizens of our society are brought up in families. Adults, especially the closest
relatives — mother and father — are responsible for their children’s future moral and physical state. In time
a child from one-parent family starts to realize, that, for example, he has only his mother, it inspires him
with worry, anxiety, raises nervous system’s excitement. All these factors influence on the self-esteem’s
formation. Sources — 10.

Problem’s statement. Among personal formations, that determine person’s behavioural and
psychological peculiarities, his relations with those around one self-esteem has the main meaning. Family
plays an exceptionally important role in the formation and development of child’s self-esteem. However,
despite a great amount of researches, modern psychology tells about the complexity of structure and
determination of this formation, than about adequacy of stored knowledge. There is a range of problems
that concern one-parent families, social-economical, pedagogical, medical and psychological ones are
included. Lately the list of social safety net has considerably shortened and the level of social protection
has decreased. There are several reasons of one-parent families’ formation. The most widespread is
connected with family breakdowns in consequence of divorces. Because of children from one-parent
families can not watch relations between men and women, they grow up having no complete model of such
relations. Of course, in one-parent families parents’ duties can not be realized entirely. It is straightly
connected with the terms of self-esteem’s formation research in ontogenesis: if in childhood and infancy
way of communication between a mother and a child plays a persuasively important role in formation of
child’s basis and self-consciousness, then in primary school age this role mainly stays undiscussed.

The analysis of the latest researches and publications. R. Burns [3, 340], analyzing a great
amount of American authors’ researches says, that between preschool and primary school age there is a
qualitative leap in self-esteem’s development. But a broad definition of this term deprives of concreteness,
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do not let describe enough the changes, that are happening. So, S. Coopersmith calls the self-esteem as an
attitude of the individual to himself, which gradually forms and gets an usual character; it becomes
apparent as an approval or a disapproval, the level of which he defines as an assurance of an individual in
his self-esteem, solemnity.  The main achievement of primary school age in the area of development of
the image of “I”, as to S. Harter, there is a differentiation and an integration of child’s self-imagination.
Gradually self-esteem obtains such qualities as reflexiveness, differentiation, firmness and adequacy. The
biggest effect on child’s self-esteem makes an academic performance and teacher’s marks, although
parents’ part at that age period also save. General self-esteem as a sense of self-value at primary school age
stays one of the most important indexes of child’s psychological well-being. The high level of general self-
esteem helps to adjust faster at school, to take things easier and to overcome difficulties (R. Burns, 1986; S.
Harter, 1998). Children, who are characterized by a high level of general self-perception, are notable for
more openness, kindness, they get to know with new people easier and find new friends faster.

M. Rosenberg thinks that self-esteem represents the degree of development of individual’s sense
of self-respect, sense of self-value and positive attitude to everything that belongs to his area of “I”. That is
why low self-esteem assumes self- aversion, self-rejection, negative attitude to his personality.

Analyzing different methods of dimension of global self-esteem, R. Wiley writes that the
principle of simple summing up of private self-esteems used in building of diagnostic procedures, is a show
of theoretical illiteracy and steps for calculation of points’ solemnity and it’s contribution to general self-
esteem have to be made.

According to A. Lipkina, [6, c.132 — 157] self-esteem is a person’s attitude to his abilities,
opportunities, personal features and also to the surrounding world. It can exist, when person’s opinion of
himself is the same as he is in reality. In such cases when a man esteems himself not objectively, when his
opinion of himself differs sharply from what others think about him, self-esteem is more often wrong or as
psychologists call it inadequate.

Psychologically-pedagogical researches (S. Greckaya, M. Dubrovina, A. Zaharova, L. Meteliova)
show that most first-formers have overvalued self-esteem, graduates from primary school have the lower
one, and this tendency keeps through whole education. Appropriate theoretical, practical, psychological
training of all members of the pedagogical process: pupils, teachers, parents - is needed, what tells about
the necessity of studying the problem deeply.

As to our psychologists such as like B. Anan’ev, L. Bozhovich, S. Rubinshtein, P. Chamata
consider self-esteem as a part of personality’s self-consciousness and as a result of its development
continued by the whole human’s being.[2,4].

There is a self-esteem problem in local psychology that is being attacked mainly in the
boundaries of ancient psychology. The subject of studying and analyzing is a process of self-esteem’s
formation and settling, the dynamics of its qualities in ontogenesis. And also self-esteem is concerned to be
one of the components which form self-awareness. A great example of such a method to self-esteem
analyzing are the researches of 1. Chesnokova which are dedicated to studying the changes of self-esteem’s
peculiarities as one of the components of self-awareness in particular depending on self-esteem’s
peculiarities of external assessment. So, self-consciousness is person’s awareness of himself as an
individual, his physical strength and mental abilities, deeds and actions, his motives and goal, his attitude to
the surrounding world, other people and himself.

Analyzing the researches of L.Alekseev, N. Bozhovich, A.Lipkina, E. Chernosvistova, we should
mention that the central characteristic of any personality is “I - CONCEPTION™[1, 4, 6, 10]. «I -
CONCEPTION», as to a famous psychologist I. Shakhov is quite a persistent and realized system of
personality’s notion of himself which is a base for a person to create an attitude to himself and his relations
with other people. The definition of «I - CONCEPTION» entered the dictionary of a Russian pedagogue —
practitioner not so long ago, at the beginning of 1970s. But studying of this psychological structure was
being carried on many years ago. In the works of an American psychologist W. James , the founder of
psychoanalysis Z. Freud and his daughter A. Freud were made the basis of studying of this psychological
phenomenon. A great amount of works were dedicated to this problem by famous national psychologists
such as I. Kon, A. Spirkin, V. Stolin, I. Chesnokov[5, 9].

In the literature which is dedicated to the «I - CONCEPTION» two circumstantial definitions can
be found. The first definition belongs to K. Rogers[8].

He is considered that «I - CONCEPTION» consists of notions about personal features and individual’s
abilities, notions about opportunities of his relations with other people and with the surrounding world,
value notions, connected with objects and actions, and notions about goals or ideas which can positively or
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negatively directed. So, it is a complicated structured picture which exists in the individual’s consciousness
as an independent figure or background and includes as personal “I” as relations which it can have and also
positive and negative values which are connected with features and relations of “I” in the past, present and
future.

In the second definition, which belongs to R. Stanes, «I - CONCEPTION» is defined as a system
of notions, images and assessments that refer to the individual which exists in the individual’s
consciousness. It includes assessing notions which occur as a result of individual’s reactions on himself,
and also notions about how he looks in front of other people; based on the latest the notions about what he
would like to be and how he should behave are formed.

As a result of special researches was found out that the self-esteem of a child under school age,
primary school age and a teenager sharply differs with a level of components development (O. Belobrikina,
L. Bozhovich, D. Elkonin, D. Olshanskiy, L Suleymanov, G. Tsukerman). The analysis of marked self-
esteem’s components’ development allows to make a conclusion that primary school age is especially
sensitive to self-esteem’s formation. Many scientist who deal with social problems, affirm that children
who are brought up in one-parent families are more disposed to various problems than children who are
brought up in full families. Sociological researches persuasively attest that children suffer when they are
brought up in family situations which differ from that one where a child grows in a full family with both
parents. Some individual aspects of this problem were described in L. Bozhovich’s works.

Goals of the article. To reveal the peculiarities of a child’s self-esteem formation from a one-
parent family.

Main material and results of the research. The special place among the problems of child’s
upbringing belongs to the upbringing in a one-parent family. There are several sources of one-parent
families” formation: as a result of a divorce, children born out of wedlock, death of one of the parents or
their separate living. Nowadays the most widespread source of one-parent families’ formation is a divorce.
It should be mentioned that the biggest part of divorces belongs to the families who have children. The
relations between parents and children change a lot due to divorces. The atmosphere in a one-parent family
considerably has an influence on the child’s self-esteem formation. Strained atmosphere inside and outside
of the family together with exacerbation of relations between parents, arguments, mutual blaming and also
together with tactless curiosity of surrounding people, their straight phrases help disorganization, social
child’s deformation, lessening parents’ authority, forming inferiority complex, spite, jealousy etc. Absence
of one of the parents breaks harmony of the child’s development , makes it potentially more subject to
development of different deviations, psychological complexes and problems. Although sometimes
presence of a full family doesn’t guarantee harmonious self-esteem development, but it arranges better
conditions for it.

Self-esteem is a person’s knowledge of himself and his attitude to himself altogether. Self-esteem
consists of child’s determination of his own abilities, deeds, qualities, motives and goals of his behaviour,
notion of them and assessing attitude to them. Child’s ability to assess his strength and capability,
aspiration, to bring into correlation with external circumstances, demands define one and another goal by
himself has a great significance in personality’s formation. The main means and methods of self-esteem
are introspection, self-analysis, self-report, self-control and comparison.

Self-esteem is not permanent, it changes depending on circumstances. The source of assessing
knowledge of different individual’s notions of himself is his social, cultural entourage, where assessing
knowledge is normatively fixed in linguistic definition. The source of assessing of individual’s notions also
can be social reactions on its definite display introspection.

Self-esteem represents the level of individual’s development self-respect sense, sense of personal
value and positive attitude to everything which refers to the sphere of his “I”.

The specific way of one-parent’s family life reflects a lot on self-esteem’s formation. Absence of
one parent in a family can be a reason of a low children’s self-esteem. In families without father, boys
don't see an example of men’s behaviour in the family which helps to form a low self-esteem the process
of their socialization, inadequate notion of role functions of a man, father. Behaviour of an unmarried
mother in a family in many cases is stipulated by absence of another parent. It also influences on girls’ self-
esteem who are brought up in families without father, disfigures their notion of role functions of a woman,
wife and mother. Children who are brought up in an one-parent family are defrauded of an example of
relations between a man and a woman in a family which negatively influences on their socialization in
general and on preparation for their future family life. Psychology and pedagogy assess an index of
children’s identification with their parents as one of the main characteristic of family upbringing
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effectiveness. And also a child expresses the acceptance of their parents’ moral and ideological standards.
Realization of this component of educational process in one-parent family deforms because of the absence
of one parent. In one-parent families besides the previous problems, absence of mother’s caress is added,
without which children’s upbringing can not be entire either.

Conclusion. So, absence of one parent leads to breach of harmonious child’s self-esteem’s
development and as a result to complication of mechanism of social competent personality’s formation.
Among unfavourable characteristics, which are usual for children who grow up in a one-parent family,
there are permanent feeling unhappy, uncertainty of the future, overestimated irritation. Such a chronic
stress can cause crisis states, which reflect as a sense of impasse and apathy. To support high self-esteem
and ensuring an ability to struggle with difficulties, which are actual for a child, it is necessary to conduct a
special correction work. A specific peculiarity of children is that a period when only independent notions of
themselves and those who surround us are formed a child is a marvellous dreamer. That is why, during this
period formation of positive preparations for life and notions of himself can be influenced in a great way.
Also, it is important to remember that kind and tactful support from adults who could help to realize
aspiration for independence is necessary. Love, warmth and acceptance of essential in the case of high level
development of self-attitude’s positive qualities. That is why it is necessary to help a child during this
difficult period of growing up and first of all, to be on honest and trustful terms. To give to understand by
your attitude that you understand and share his anxiety, value and respect, accept the child as he is.
