Psychological bases of the optimization program in professional self-
identification of unemployed persons

The article provides theoretical analysis of optimizing ways in the
unemployed person’s professional self-identification development.

1t is noted that the main task of socio-psychological provision of unemployed
person’s professional self-identification is the awareness of personal uniqueness, the
formation of a positive attitude to professional activity and psychological readiness to
perform professional activities.

The most important socio-psychological condition for optimizing the
unemployed person’s professional self-identification is dialogue in a group work, the
introduction of projective, problematic and active methods of education, creative
cooperation between the psychologist and the client.

PSYCHOLOGICAL CHARACTERISTICS OF THE PERSONS
PREDISPOSITION TO THE EXPERIENCE OF LONELINESS OF A
DIFFERENT TYPE
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The article presents the results of theoretical and empirical research of some
psychological characteristics of persons of loneliness of different types inclined to
experiencing. For the empirical testing of the psychological characteristics that
accompany the experience of a propensity for experiencing loneliness, the methods
"Differential diagnosis of a person's propensity for experiencing loneliness"
(O. Sannikova, V. Bedan) and the Freiburg personal questionnaire (FPI). It is
established that groups of persons with different dispositions of loneliness experience
have a specific set of properties that arrange its manifestations. Revealed that
representatives of the emotional type of propensity to experience loneliness
characterized by anxiety, focus on their own experiences, awareness and acceptance
of loneliness, uncertainty, reluctance to change anything in life. For representatives of
the cognitive type of loneliness - conformity, compliance, restraint, introversion,
distancing in relationships, consistency in decision-making. Persons control and
regulatory type of loneliness characterizes a high level of self-criticism, the ability to
self-analysis, the stability of the emotional state, self-control, the ability to control and
restrain the asthenic emotions, the tendency to reflection, sensitivity to the nuances of
interpersonal communication.
