Potapenko A. Gestalt principles in web design.

Background. Gestalt is a German word that means “the essence
or form of a complete form of essence” and this definition is one
of most accurate for projecting the web design.

Designers who develop the layout often tend to focus their
attention on the details rather than on the general image. Curved
edges, shadows, types, etc are all good but it really does not matter
if the customer does not like the overall design at first sight. Most
people scarcely know what the brain firstly sees the general shape
of any visual composition and only later focuses on details.

The fact that Gestalt psychology refers only to the field of web
design is somewhat unexpected but in fact the psychology of
visual perception is quite closely related to the basic principles
of Gestalt psychology.

Since the designing of websites has been developing extremely
rapidly over the past few years it is not surprising that more and
more people have come across the theory of psychology and a
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gestalt-effect that influences our feelings and helps us see the
image as a whole and not as a set of unrelated elements.

Today Gestalt principles are being successfully applied in the
field of web designing that helps in general visual perception. The
web designer should know principles that help people to visualize
objects as well as help to create large projects leaving a positive
impression for websites users.

Gestalt theory is not just one small set of visual principles equally
applied by all designers despite the fact that they are often
presented as a single basis for building a site body. Actually only
basic principles of Gestalt laws for visual designing are often
used in the literature. This article considers examples from the
literature which enable to determine Gestalt basic principles for
designing in a visual design.

11 basic laws that affect perception have been defined: balance/
symmetry, continuity, closure, figure-background, focus point,
isomorphic conformity, parallelness, proximity, similarity,
simplicity and unity/harmony.

To verify the efficiency of applying these laws in the designing
a web design they were used in the redesigning the training
multimedia application “Wound Care” that were previously used
to train nurses. The main text blocks in the original Wound Care
application have been replaced for new ones developed for users in
accordance with the principles of Gestalt. Then the students were
asked to compare the design. Users were proposed to evaluate the
appropriateness of using eleven Gestalt principles for redesigning
to improve the interface of a product and its usability in training.
The results of the evaluation were generally positive. And the
new design and value of using eleven Gestalt laws to improve
learning was supported by students. However, some differences
were expressed in opinions and these prompts the speculation on
conducting new research.

Objectives. The purpose of this study is to study Gestalt literature
and select some laws that seem to be most suitable for designing
a visual design. Thus we have defined eleven different laws that
present the basic aspects of Gestalt theory knowledge of the
visual form.

To verify the value of these principles eleven laws of gestalt
were applied to the visual reorganization of the Wound Care
educational multimedia program and then the application was
revised and results defining the appropriateness of using gestalt
laws in web design were formulated. This article is the report
how far these laws were useful in specific design of multimedia
interfaces and what benefit can be obtained while using these
principles for designing.

Methods. Gestalt theory is a series of psychological theories that
have influenced many areas of research since 1924 including
problems of visual design. The theory of Gestalt is one of the
main one for web designing. It can be used to improve user
interfaces and thereby improve the design itself and usability of
sites. Gestalt theories are usually expressed as laws and there are
many variations of these laws developed by different psychologists
such as Boring (1942) who stated: “In 1933, Helson took out 114
Gestalt laws. All of them except half a dozen of these laws are
applicable to the visual form”. Many of them are very closely
related or overlapping and it is very often difficult to distinguish
between them. Gestalt laws explain how individual elements of
the environment may be visually organized into fields or structures
(Koffa 1935).

Traditionally Gestalt laws are used for static visual elements and
should be presented in order to achieve effective visual results.
It was noted that very few Gestalt laws are usually applied for
interface designing.

Results. Over the years in Gestalt psychology there were entire
lists of laws to generalize the basic principles of visual perception
that have become an invaluable foundation for designers. These
principles try to explain when and how our mind perceives
different visual components as a part of one and the same group.
The principles listed below are a combination of Gestalt laws
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proposed by Maker Wertheimer (1923), Steven Palmer (Stephen
Palmer, 1999, 2002) and other modern Gestalt theoreticians.
Soon after Gestalt was introduced into psychology it was applied
in the field of visual perception by such theoreticians as Max
Wertheimer, Wolfgang Kohler and Kurt Koftka. The basic idea
was that we perceive the universe as many different signals that are
simultaneously generated. To organize them and avoid insanity we
visualize our surroundings as unitary forms or groups. We simply
see that some objects “go together” and this idea has become the
main theme of Gestalt psychologists and designers for the future.
Conclusions. This article has considered a wider range of gestalt
laws than it is recommended for visual web designing. Eleven
laws were drafted on the basis of material from the Gestalt
literature and these laws were applied for the visual redesign of
the multimedia educational Wound Care program to improve
the interface and efficiency of training. User ratings indicate
that all identified gestalt laws are useful for visual designing of
web design. However it is necessary to continue studying these
principles more thoroughly in subsequent researches to obtain
better results in training web designers.
