Kuznetsova V., Shevernitskaya N. Development of critical
thinking of students of art higher educational institutions at
foreign language classes.

Background. One of the modern trends in educationa process
is the development of critical thinking of students of higher
education institutions. The concept “innovative education” has
been firmly established lately. It doesn’t focus so much on the
transfer of knowledge that is constantly outdated, but on mastery
of basic competences, which allow them to acquire knowledge
on their own. The development of students’ ability to “navigate”
in the modern information field, to assess the level of reliability
of received information and to develop their own independent
judgments are important tasks of modern education.

The objectives of thearticle areto reveal the contents of critical
thinking of students of higher education institutions and identify
methodol ogical techniques and technologiesaimed at devel oping
the skills of students’ critical thinking at foreign language classes.
Methods. Systematization methods, method of comparative
studies and content analyses are used in the article.
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Results. Educational system sets the task of training critically
thinking person who thinks, analyzes and is able to see the
problem and find the best ways to solve it. In western tradition
it is accepted to consider the content of critical thinking as a set
of three components:

1) critical thinking dispositions;

2) critical thinking skills and abilities;

3) existing knowledge and past experience.

One of the most popular concepts of critical thinking belongs to
American educator R. Ennis, he was one of the first who developed
asystem of establishments or dispositionsfor critical thinking, or,
in other words, internal motivations that affect the “quality” of
thinking. According to the concept of R. Ennis, acritically minded
person should ensure that his views, decisions are clearly justified
and to achieve this goal he must strive to find new hypotheses,
alternative explanations, sources and conclusions. This person
must be well informed, take into consideration different points
of view, be more intellectual and erudite and strive for versatile
knowledgeability. It is also necessary to visualize your own
position clearly as well as the position of others. It means that a
critically thinking person understandsthe meaning of what issaid
and written clearly and precisely, taking into account specifics of
thesituation. This person concentrates on deducing or questioning,
striving to adhere to the main theme, seeks and offers arguments;
takesinto account thewhole situation, realizeshis/her own beliefs.
Itis necessary to respect the opinion and dignity of theinterlocutor,
to beableto listen and hear others, avoid critical remarks, taking
into account feelings of the interlocutor. It is important to be
sensitive and strive to understand feelings of others, be attentive
in relation to other person.

There are significant mental skills that are reflected in most
modern concepts of critical thinking: ability to allocate necessary
information and ability to processit in future; assessthereliability
of information sources; consideration of problems from different
angles of view and comparison of different positions and
approaches; ability to ask questions in order to obtain more
accurate information or its verification; clarity of presentation of
own position, accuracy in the choice of linguistic means, taking
decisions.

The main key elements of critical thinking are independence,
stage by stage approach (begins with formulation of the
question and further definition of the problem), persuasiveness
of argumentation, the application of certain techniques that
collectively create aproven effective methodology for processing
information, substantiation (the use of appropriate criteria —
regulations that are taken into account by a critically minded
person, evaluating ideas in the process the analysis), etc.
Conclusions. Critical thinking offers equal interaction between
subjectsof learning, the ability to expresstheir own thoughts. Stu-
dents can be heard and students will be able to listen, understand
and perceive other thoughts and build a system of statements to
defend their points of view. Critical thinking is an independent
thinking, inwhich information istheinitial stage. It startswith a
question and it isbuilt on the basis of statement. Thistechnology
makes it possible to define and set a specific goal, to support
activity in the classroom, to invite a productive discussion, to
help students ask questions, express their own opinions, support
motivation for reading, and promote respect for the opinions
of others. The use of technology of critical thinking a English
classes enables to create favorable conditions for activation and
development of students’ mental skills: ability to process necessary
foreigninformation analyze and eval uate statements, conclusions
and arguments, consideration of problems and comparison of
different positions and approaches, taking decisionsand the ability
to justify the choice.
