The History of Ukraine in the Contemporary German-Speaking Historical Science:
Historians and Research Areas
Abstract

A «personal factor» plays a defining role in the development of Ukrainian Studies in Germany and
German-speaking countries. Ukrainian Studies is developing in the academic centers of Germany and
Austria first of all due to enthusiasm of some scholars, in particular historians. A general sketch of their
collective portrait enables to get a view of peculiarities of contemporary Ukrainian Studies activities,
the personal dimension of Ukrainian Studies in Germany and Austria, its popular research areas. We
have chosen thirteen representatives of German-speaking science who study the history of Ukraine and
related subjects, such as the history of Ukrainian culture, church, interethnic relations etc. They are
Alfried Eisfeld (Hamburg), Liliya Berezhna (Miinster), Katrin Boeckh (Regensburg), Anna Veronika
Wendland (Marburg), Ricarda Vulpius (Munich), Guido Hausmann (Munich), Frank Golczewski
(Hamburg), Frank Grelka (Frankfurt (Oder)), Wilfried Jilge (Leipzig), Kerstin Jobst (Vienna), Andreas
Kappeler (Vienna), Rudolf A. Mark (Hamburg), Tanja Penter (Heidelberg). More than a quarter of
them have not status of professor or habilitation degree, two of them are professors emeriti (A. Kappeler
and E Golczewski) who don’t give lectures. About one third of the historians were born beyond the
borders of Germany. It correlates with a little interest to the Eastern European Studies in German-
speaking science in general for a long period. We can determine the representatives of three generations
among the scholars, namely war and post-war generation, as well those who were born in the 1960s -
first half of the 1970s (representatives of the latter ones prevail). The University of Cologne, where
leading scholars G. Stokl and A. Kappeler held a chair of Eastern European Studies almost for half a
century, is the alma mater of more than a quarter of scholars dealing with the history of Ukraine. The
topics being studied by mentioned historians have current political interest and refer to Ukrainian
national building, cultural revival and religious situation in the 19th — 20th centuries as well as the
Ukrainian-German, Ukrainian-Polish, and Ukrainian-Jewish relationships during the period of World
War II in the first place.
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
