The paper deals with the problem of social intelligence and personality’s subjective well-being. The foreign and
domestic approaches to the definition of social intelligence as a subjective and personal constructs, which determines the
success of social interaction, have been analyzed. The structure of personality’s subjective well-being including the level of
life satisfaction and the dominance of positive or negative affect has been presented in the article. According to the results of
empirical research among groups with high and low levels of subjective well-being the significant differences on indicators
of cognitive, emotional and behavioral criteria of social intelligence have been found out.
