MATERIALS TO THE INVENTORY OF THE SPIDER (ARANEAE) FAUNA OF THE
‘KHOMUTOVSKAYA STEPPE’ NATURE RESERVE (DONETSK REGION)

As the result of the spider fauna inventory in the ‘Khomutovskaya Steppe’ nature reserve, 181 species
from 23 families were registered. 1 species, Cyclosa sierrae, is the first record in Ukraine, 59 species —
in the nature reserve. The families Gnaphosidae, Salticidae, Linyphiidae are distinguished by the
richest species composition; four less significant ones (Araneidae, Lycosidae, Thomisidae, Theridiidae)
following them.
