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Manzhai O. V. Research methodology of law enforcement
agencies’ undercover work in the field of crime combating

The methodology that can be applied to study the system of law enforcement
agencies’ undercover work in the field of crime combating is analyzed. With the prin-
ciple of vertical structuring the author has offered to use philosophical, general scien-
tific, specific and special methods of research. We describe the use of such methods
for studying the system of undercover work of law enforcement agencies: dialectical,
general logical (analysis and synthesis, deduction and induction), theoretical (hypo-
thetical, abstraction and generalization, historical, systemic), empirical (descriptive
and comparative). The system of undercover work is presented as a set of compo-
nents: sources, subjects, objects, forms, content. It is underlined that during the study
based on a systematic analysis of the structure of undercover work it is necessary to
form the patterns for comparing each element of the system. Comparative and legal
method is separately considered. Special attention is focused on the fact that while
using comparative and legal method we should to accomplish largely external syn-
chronous, and in some aspects — diachronic comparison of undercover work of law
enforcement agencies in different countries. Besides, the main attention should be
focused on micro-comparison, i.e. comparison of specific norms and institutions of
undercover work. The author emphasizes the complexity of comparing the law norms
of different countries because of differences of legal systems and the impact this
analysis of the dominant concepts used in the law school of each country. It is empha-
sized on the use of hermeneutic method and content analysis in the study of under-
cover work. This implies, first, analysis of the relevant foreign and domestic news and
scientific publications that directly or indirectly reflect the process or results of un-
dercover work of law enforcement agencies of different countries. The author con-
cludes that nowadays, when the world has become more transparent, democratic,
there is legislative regimentation of undercover work. Thus, there is a real opportu-
nity to study its internal structure based on the analysis of approaches of different law
systems in building such activities.

Miroshnichenko T. O. On some specifics concerning victim
behavior of selfish and violent crimes’ aggrieved persons

Various qualities and features of people in different ways can affect the increase
or decrease of victimization of a person. Studying the causes of human victim behavior,
it is necessary first of all to pay attention to the psychological characteristics of a vic-
tim’s personality. Analysis of some scientific approaches to determine the types of vic-
tims’ behavior of selfish and violent crimes has indicated that the behavior of the victim
of selfish and violent crimes may be varied: neutral, positive and negative. For example,
at the time of the crime commission, most victims are actively trying to resist the at-
tacker, and almost a third of the victims do not do anything for criminal obstruction.

By the results of research the author has formulated his own division of victims of
selfish and violent crimes into following groups: «provocativey victims, «frivolousy vic-
tims, «recklessy victims, «gullibley victims, «neutraly victims. This classification is the
basic for further study of the types of victims of selfish and violent crimes by the author.

It is determined that the victims of selfish and violent crimes are different
categories of persons by age, sex, social status, professional direction. The above
crimes have common features by goals, motives, objects of attack and threats of using
both physical and psychological violence.

Based on the research of domestic and foreign scientists’ works, it is con-
cluded about peculiarities of individual victimization of selfish and violent crimes’
aggrieved persons, which is associated with personal qualities of a future victim.
