Summary. Novikova O. Earnings of women in the Soviet Ukraine in collective farm produc-
tion of the 1930s. This article describes the infusion of rural women in the collective farm system
production during the 1930s. The author attempts to analyze output norms, assessment and pay-
ment of female labor, changes in the system of material incentives of women-farmers, the results of
their implementation. Source base, oral inquiry of contemporaries about events, historiographical
analysis led to the conclusion of a gradual and ambiguous evaluation of female labor resource in a
village of Soviet Ukraine in the researched period. Female work in collective farms has gone from
temporary, seasonal employment till becoming a major labor unit. A significant part of state policy that
was aimed at the growth of collective farm labor productivity was developed on the basis of the numer-
ical superiority of women in rural communities. However, the stereotype of inferiority of female
labor force in the peasant community remained, which was confirmed by the predominance of the
female contingent on physical effort professions. Female work was often valued less than the
male work, even with the same load. Numerous attempts of optimization of workdays charging that
were carried by government throughout the analyzed decade, often not only contributed to the
improvement of this process, but often complicated and mislead it.

Summary. Radchenko O. N. Foreign tourism in Soviet Ukraine in the 1930s. On the basis of
analysis of numerous published materials and sources from archives, as well as scientific litera-
ture, the article deals with infrastructure and services of the foreign tourism in the Soviet Ukraine
in the 1930s. It is stated that the potential of Ukraine on international tourist market was utilized
inadequately, well below its possibilities, due to undeveloped tourism-related infrastructure and
complicated internal political and social-economic situation. Advertising activities of «Intourist»
were uncompetitive due to quite low level of artistic presentation, low-quality printing, chronic
delays and political commitment. Photos were mainly showing achievements in urbanization (new
buildings in Kiev and Kharkov) or industrial facilities (first of all power station on Dnieper).
Among factors which restricted visits of foreigners to the USSR were also anti-Soviet advocacy
from side of organizations of Russian and Ukrainian immigrants, unwillingness of many western
governments to provide permissions for traveling to the USSR (particularly in Italy during Musso-
lini rule), as well as restrictive measures from Nazi authorities in Germany regarding advertising
activities of «Intourist» office in Berlin.
