The Internet as a “School of Life”.

Would you like to visit the Library of Congress? To buy something at an
American shop? Or maybe you want to play your favourite game with a person in
another country? At present, all this is possible throught the Internet, the global
computer network.

The Internet evolved at the end of the eighties from a computer network of the US
Department of Defence linking scientific research being conducted at several
American universities. It soon grew into a global network and now it doubles in size
annually.

The Internet allows people from all over the world to communicate. Of course,
communication is possible also by telephone, but by using the Internet it is almost free-
of-charge.The Internet also allows video-conferences: you talk as if by phone, but see
the face of your interlocuter on the screen of your monitor.

Unfortunately, we have no such opportunities here, in Russia, because our tele-
phone lines are very bad. But this opportunity is widely spread in Western countries.

Another example: Bill Clinton’s speech in the US Congress is accessible on the
Internet, and you see it as on TV.

At present, it is possible to make purchases via the Internet. You order goods in a
virtual shop and send the number of your credit card. The owner of the shop sends the
goods and takes money from your account. Sceptics say that when you send the
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number of your card, a hacker can catch it, use it, and then steal your money.

Such cases happen in “non-virtual ” reality more ofien.

Certainly, the Internet is far from perfect. One of the most important problems is
pornography on the Internet, accessible to minors. In 1994, the US Congress passed
the Communications Decency Act.

1 think, this act violates the civil right of free expression. First of all, it does not
give any accurate definition of the “obscene” information.Secondly, even if
pornographic materials are banned from the Internet, it isn’t clear, why a person can
publish a pornographic newspaper, but should not place its materials on the network.
Minors have access to pornographic newspaper at a book-stall, not only on the
Internet.

1If somebody finds material of unsatisfactory content, he responds to the owner of
the site. If the amount of such responses are substantial, the publisher should remove
this material from his site. For example, not long ago an American fascist organisation
“Stormfront” placed its materials from the site of the Russian firm “STANet”.

So, we see that the Internet can also be democratic. Here public opinion is of
great importance. If you write something insulting in your site, you receive indignant
responses from your Internet contacts. I think that the Internet is a learning experience
for our contacts in the real “non-virtual” society.

Since the moment the Internet appeared there has been a great deal of talk that it
is dangerous. The opponents of the Internet say that with the development of the
network people will stop personal contacts, preferring to stay on the Internet. But, I
think; there is no such danger.
