Species composition and peculiarities of Curculionoidea spread in different crops and districts of Dnepropetrovsk Region from research of
1977-2011 are presented. Curculionoidea species have adopted to feeding by plants of Fabaceae, Cruciferae, Chenopodiaceae, Asteraceae,
Umbelliferae, etc. 63 species of Curculionoidea were identified, including 9 species of Apionidae, 49 species of Curculionidae, 3 species of
Dryophthoridae, and 2 species of Rhynchitidae. The highest species diversity of Curculionoidea (55 species) was determined in alfalfa
agrocenoses, which is connected with the longest growing period of this crop. 34 species were found in winter wheat crops, 23 species in
maize crops. There were 16, 17 and 15 species in the crops of spring barley, pea, and sunflower respectively. 9 species of Curculionidae were
found in rape crop, one species of Curculionidae and one species of Apionidae in sugar beet, one species of Dryophthoridae in soy crop.
Phytophages of Fabaceae composed 21 species, phytophages of Cruciferae composed 13 species, and there were 11 polyphagous species.
Phytophages of Chenopodiaceae and Asteraceae composed 6 and 5 species respectively. 1 tab., 8 refs.
