Tymokhova Halyna. The problems of social capital formation in
a context of the development of the institute of shadow education

The article attempts to show the threats to the legislative act implementation
on Higher Education in Ukraine. The negative effects of social capital are
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investigated, proving that the reduction of institutional confidence in the reforms
of the education system is due to the strengthening of institutional educational
mutants. The growth of the shadow education market, the financial costs of
individuals and families, as well as concerns about the teacher’s inadequate
performance of his professional duties and corruption among teachers, reduces
the level of confidence in educational reforms.
