Criminalistics characteristics of crimes and its relation to typical tactical operations are studied. It is argued 
that criminalistics characteristic of crime is the information base for designing and realization of tactical 
operations. Scientific approaches to the issue are described and critically analyzed. It is stated that the 
investigator s taking into account of criminalistics characteristic of the crime determines the choice of tactical 
operations, its content and directedness, optimizes the investigatory activity. 

The concept of tactical tasks, their types and effects on the formation and implementation of tactical 
operations are studied. It is argued that a tactical operation is directed at the accomplishment of a tactical task, 
which should be understood as a problem resulting from a particular situation and the subject of proof. Such 
problem needs solving in the process of investigation and judicial proceedings, which presupposes the 
application of tactical means, including tactical operations. Types of tactical tasks may be distinguished 
according to the stages of criminal procedure: a) tactical tasks of the preliminary investigation; b) tactical 
tasks of judicial proceedings, c) tactical tasks that need their accomplishing prior to preliminary investigation 
(tactical tasks of eliciting the properties of the crime). 

It is argued that functions of tactical operations reflect and determine the role and purpose of this tactical 
means for the optimization of the process of preliminary investigation and the trial in general, and 
accomplishing tactical tasks related to certain situations in the investigation and trial, in particular. The 
content of inner and outer functions of tactical operations is examined. Cognitive, prognostic, regulatory, 
organizational, constructive, searching, and preventive functions are inherent in tactical operations. 

Some issues related to the study of a typical tactical operation as a structural element of a particular 
criminalistics method are considered. Various approaches to understanding typical tactical operations and 
their role in different methods of crime investigation are described and critically analyzed. Arguments are 
provided for the need for designing and applying typical tactical operations in the structure of criminalistics 
methods as effective means of accomplishing tactical tasks of preliminary investigation. Type of crime, stage 
of investigation, investigation situation and tactical task should be taken into account when studying tactical 
operations.
