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In the article, the author examines some questions of the use by the investigation of special knowledge at 
the investigation of extremist activity: either as a result of bringing in of specialists in the process of 
realization of some inquisitional (search) actions or at setting and realization of judicial examinations. In 
particular, at the examination of site of occurrence in the process of investigation of businesses about 
mass disturbances, interrogation, examination, and other judicial actions, where an investigator gets a 
consultative help from fire technology, medico legist, explosive engineering, commodity expert, 
psychologist et al in the situations of examination of place of fire, explosion, dwellings apartments, dead 
body, tattoos.
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A list of traditional examinations that is conducted in the process of investigation criminal cases about the 
crimes of extremist orientation (medico-legal, underlining, dactyloscopic, investigative biological, and so 
on), and also group of judicial examinations that are “special” for the indicated category of businesses, is 
brought: political science, judicial-linguistic, religious, forensic psychiatric, and some other.

By the feature of medico-legal examination for so goes the world, at establishment of mechanism of 
infliction of bodily harms to the victim, there is impossibility of establishment of the presence of reasons 
for the actions of persons that accomplished murder or caused bodily harms; judicial experts can confirm 
only the presence of tracks of manipulations with a dead body.

In the process of judicial-psychological examination establishment of motivational sphere of suspected, 
the presence of different social options, bases of stereotype of his/her personality, is conducted; the 
presence of the external psychological affecting consciousness of suspected (including establishment of 
methods of the psychological affecting process of forming a reason of his/her behaviour and motivational 
sphere).

Some features of the use of special knowledge are examined in the process of realization of linguistic 
examinations, in the article, an object of the research are materials of live performances, placards, 
inscriptions, leaflets, print editions, video and film materials etc., and a subject-matter object is a semantic 
orientation of the indicated materials. Thus, expert researches are sent to the ground of answer for the 
questions of the investigator, in particular – whether the presented materials are not directed to excitation 
of hatred and enmity in regard to one or another group: racial, religious etc.

A thesis is grounded that efficiency of investigation of businesses about extremism is in a great deal 
constrained by the active use of special knowledge by the investigation.
