The article considers the question of expediency of Pseud’s as a separate literary type allocating and
pseudomorphic characters. Indicates that a characteristic feature of Pseud is the disparity of form and content,
temporary status illusiveness. Pseuds impersonate another or perceived by others, they appropriate something
done by others (owned by another). We are proving that there is a necessity of O. Freidenberg’s occasionalism
conversion in scientific term. New definition is necessary to refer to a particular type of literary, which has
never been considered as the main subject of study. And new definition is necessary to integration within a
single invariant different characters with a traditional plot role, which is based on a simulation or functional
discrepancy. We allocate key feature of the Pseud. This is semantic inversion within the binary antinomies «life
— deathy, «familiar — strange». The question about the prospect of creating of this types’s classification is raised.
We very carefully consider the contrast between Pseud and Doppelganger as types of literary. We say that that
the similarity is not always a prerequisite for spoofing or taking what belongs to another. Pseud is an antipode of
whose place he temporarily takes. The article points prospects for comparative study of pseudomorphic
characters. We are talking about the need to connect typological and contact-genetic methods for the
comparative analysis of the typology of pseudomorphic characters. We prove that pseudomorphic characters are
very popular in the literatures of different nations, because they are universal and can be used for different
genres.
