EVALUATION OF DESIGN OF OPERATION’S RESULTS FOR DECISION MAKING

In course of development of the concept of operation there is a difficult problem concerning the
justification of the selection of scenario of forces in operation from the set of possible, first of all feasible
options for commander’s decision. This raises problems of development of optimal system operation
scenarios — the full set of scenarios, each of which meets the limitations on resources of «combat
systems». The solution of this system of problems is the set of optimal scenarios, which are taken as a
basis of action plans of friendly forces in pre-arranged operations.

A comprehensive analysis of possible enemy actions allows to provide expert assessment of
probability of implementation of every partial scenario. Further assumptions and calculations show that
the mathematical expectation of combat effectiveness for all scenarios of forces’ actions could be a
comprehensive assessment of quality of CS commander’s decision for the operation.
