ELITIZATION OF MODERN PARLIAMENTORY

The current period is characterized by a progressive consolidation of parliamentary as democratic system for managing the
society. The institute of parliamentary is a key element in modern political systems: the degree of democratization of society
depends on the level of parliamentary development.

Scientifically proved proposals aimed at resolving issues of modern parliamentary and are important for Ukraine. Moreover, it
concerns the elitization of modern parliamentary.

The analysis of recent research and publications has demonstrated that the issues of formation of modern parliamentary and
the process of its elitization are insufficient investigated. The study provided in the article was grounded on researches by:
A.Kolodiy, Yu.Shemshuchenko, M.Holovaty and O.Antonyuk, M.S’yedina, L.Fild, ]J.Higley, T. Dye, H. Zeigler and other scientists.
Paper objective is to prove the necessity of elitization in modern parliamentary.

The modern parliamentary is a multifaceted phenomenon with a complex internal structure consisting of interconnected ele-
ments. Parliamentary has representative character in managing the society; the parliament - the main formal legitimate structure
of community representation.

The modern parliamentary is characterized by active involving all citizens in managing the state affairs according to democratic
norms. Also, the feature of parliamentary is publicity protected by freedom of speech, freedom of assembly and parliamentary
immunity. In addition the citizens have access to all information about parliament activity. Public discussion of arguments and
counterarguments, public debates and public discussions are the essence of parliamentary. Moreover, legal and political culture,
responsibilities of powers and the system of motivation and balance in all its branches are important.

The features of modern parliamentary show the requirement for certain democratic and civil competences performed by as
ordinary citizens as elites. These features are respect for diversity, pluralism, tolerance, teambuilding, ability to compromise,
empathy, respect, dignity, responsibility etc.

Parliamentary is based on the democratic principles. In our opinion, mentioned above requirements meet the modern concepts
of democratic governance («Good Governances). These concepts are implemented by democratic countries - world leaders as
the most progressive model of society.

The role of elite is very important for development of democratic parliamentary. It should be said about long debate on the
relationship between elites and democracy, elitist and democratic government as an integral part of all elite concepts. But in the
latest years of XX century the elitist paradigm has become more popular and its followers recognize the relationship between
elites and democracy but they justify their mutual complementarity and conditionality.

Due to categorical analysis of <elites> in science of public administration, philosophy, sociology, political science, psychology
and literature, the author succeeded to determine the definition of <elite in public administrations. Political positions (political
leaders) on the national level and representative positions (elected) on the level of local government (territorial level) are singled
out in the classification of elites. In this case, the definition of <elite in public administrations is determined and the following
main theoretical approaches are named: stratification, altimetry, axiological, and monistic. This vision is conceptually close to
the theories of democratic elitism (or elitist democracy).

Nowadays, it is important for Ukraine not to object elite but to form it purposefully according to the certain requirements for
making strategic decisions for society, professional and civic competences and value standards.

Thus, the elitization of modern parliamentary indicates the possibility of a harmonious combination of modern theories of
parliamentary, democracy, elitism, and practices of managing the societies due to their synthesis.

The elitization provides elite manifestation of personality traits. That kind of individuals can be elected as members of the
parliament, local government and other political positions, including the Cabinet members.

Political elite qualities can be presented in the following main groups: ethical, professional, business and personal. They are
closely connected together and with values.

The process of elitization includes the formation and development of elite qualities. Elitization requires non-stop personal
development. The development of elites in public administration should be purposeful (focused on the efficiency of public
administration) as to form the necessary qualities in elite representatives and prevent regression or crisis.

Further researches should be related to the development of elitization tools of modern parliamentary.
