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CONCEPT OF «GOOD GOVERNANCE» : ITS APPLICATION AND DEFINITIONS CONTENT

Now the highly acute question is harmonization of different stakeholders interests at the state and local level. Nowadays
almost all state and non-state political institutions of Ukraine are in crisis that’s why they couldn’t act as handling mechanism
to the external and internal challenges.

Throughout the years of independence, Ukraine needed to develop a new model of interaction between state authorities and
local authorities and representatives of civil society. And here we are faced to methodological problems associated with the
definition of the basic concepts that help to understand better the mechanism of the whole management system in view of
the democratic model of governance in the context of European integration processes. Therefore, consideration of the «good
governances concept achievements is necessary for Ukraine.

The features of «Good governances concept discussed in the scientific research of many foreign scientists: Dzh.Honsalets
T. Plamptr, John. Graham, L. Lynn, S.Hayrinh, S. Hill, . Burg and national scientists: V.Korzhenko V. Nikitin, A. Kolodiy,
B. Shevchuk, T.Bezverhnyuk, N. Hrytsiak

The aim of the paper is to compare the traditional English terminology in the use of the term <governances and concept
«Good governances , as well as understanding of its use.

The concept of «Good governances replaced the «New Public Managements model at the turn of the 80's - 90's. The
appearance of new concepts contributed to a number of reasons. First, the political circumstances and political and economic
nature. The birth of the concept of Good Governance coincided in time with the fall of the Berlin Wall and the termination
of «cold wars . This period was significant as time when developed Western countries have faced the task of providing
economic assistance to countries that previously were part of the Soviet bloc. Second, development of Western political
and administrative science was looking for adequate responses to new challenges led researchers to conclude that public
administration revealed the limits of its effective intervention in solving social problems. That’s why concept of Governance
quickly gained popularity, and such foreign researchers worked on this field: John. Honsaletsa, T. and J. Plamptra. Graham.
The term <governance» has become widely used in the 1990s by international organizations such as the UN, World Bank,
IMF.

UN Deputy Secretary General Louis Frechette offers the following definition: «Governance is a process, in which public
institutions, business organizations and citizen groups articulate their interests, exercise their rights and obligations and
mediate their differences»

G. Hayden treats Governance as <the conscious management of existing government structures in terms of strengthening
the legitimacy of the public sphere»

UNDP defines Governance as <the performance economic, political and authority to manage life of the country at all
levels» .

The World Bank in the early 1990s offers own <working> definition of Governance: in the broadest sense - a set of
traditions and institutions by which authority is made.

Therefore, adequate and generally accepted translation of the term Governance Ukrainian does not exist, but there is a
stable and generally accepted understanding of the term «governances and translating it as «<management» inadequate.
Hence, the dominant concept in European governance «Good Governances , is becoming more common in Ukraine. This
concept focuses on the interaction between state structures and civil society, whose mission is to build a transparent, broad-
based public participation process implementation in the interests of the majority.

So, in the most complete manner the concept of «Good Governances can be implemented at the local level - at the level
of regions and individual communities - because this is where the end result is the most dependent on the ability of local
authorities, civil society and business representatives to establish a dialogue and reach effective level of interaction in
decision-making regarding socially important problems. That is why the concept of «Good Governance» can be used as a
methodological basis for the interaction of different interest groups in decision-making at the local community.
