DEVELOPMENT OF ODESSA REGION AS A TOURIST DESTINATION:
SURVEY OF PUBLIC, BUSINESS AND PUBLIC AUTHORITIES OPINION

In a market economy and the transformation of social relations as a result of the signing and ratification of the EU concept
becomes important role of regional development system. The region as a complex socio-economic system has unique resources
and creates specific economic processes that lead to adequate standard of living, differentiation and development industries.
Of particular relevance is the desire gets in tourism and recreation, whose development is a priority for Odesa. He is able
to ensure the effective development of depressed areas, craft and demographic factors play an employment potential of
the region.

The development of the tourism industry — a dynamic and complex, multifactorial process that depends on many conditions
and factors that promote or limit the pace of development of tourism. According to experts, tourism is developing under the
influence of factors of the tourism market, the formation of supply and demand, production of tourist products, etc., as well
as environmental factors - a policy and law, including state policy and state regulation in the field of tourism, economy and
finance, culture, social and demographic change, trade, transport, infrastructure and scientific and technological progress.
In addition, each type of tourism has its own set of factors which are leading and secondary factors accelerating tourism
activities. Depending on the purpose of the trip and objects used or visited, there are such kinds of tourism as cultural,
educational, therapeutic, sports, religious, environmental, rural and others.

Tourism is an indispensable attribute of every human life and part of the economy, which can be a powerful catalyst for
the functioning of related industries. However, scattered mechanism of state management of tourism and recreation, lack
of modern concepts, models and management tools, the shortage of funding, low levels of private capital to major tourist
and recreational projects negatively affect the state of the industry. Therefore, the main problem to be solved is to provide
a systematic development of tourism and recreation. The Concept of State Target Program of Tourism and Resorts for the
period till 2022 emphasizes the need to create systemic conditions for the development of tourism and recreation industry
to its proper level and balance of linkages. Therefore, there is appropriate focusing on trends and patterns of modern
management mechanism, which is due to the use of a systematic approach to the management of tourism and recreation in
the region requires a clear understanding of the status and needs of the industry.

However, unresolved questions remain about the role of the regional administration of recreation and tourism for the
sustainable development of the Odessa region. So the purpose of the article is to identify the key issues and benefits to
recreation and tourism sector to improve the efficiency of state and regional administration.

Summary of research problems not provide comprehensive information on the impact, significance and practical limitations
of the system approach to management of tourism and recreation. Therefore, to obtain more accurate data on weight
problems use the method of expert evaluations.
