Kobylianska V. O. The person/number paradigm of reflexive verbs in the modern Ukrainian
language

Summary

The aim of the article is the analysis of the person/number paradigm of different kinds of reflexive verbs and
identifying the reasons of its incompleteness.

The object of the study is the conjugation of reflexive verbs.

Most verbs that describe human activity can be used in all personal forms and have a complete person
paradigm, while those, that describe actions or states of animals or inanimate subjects, are ordinarily nonsensical in
the first or second person. They usually appear only in the 3™ person singular and plural and are known as defective
verbs. Reflexive verbs, due to their semantic and morphological characteristics, account for almost 90% of all defective
verbs in the Ukrainian language. Reflexive postfix -ca, being added to transitive verbs, changes their meaning and
morphological and syntactic characteristics.

The semantic and morphological features of different types of reflexive verbs affecting the completeness of their
conjugation are analyzed in the article. Transitive verbs form reflexives, used in the third person only, if a semantic
patient takes the syntactic role of the subject or reflective verbs in their new meaning describe the processes that
humans cannot generally undergo. Intransitive verbs form impersonal reflexives with omitted grammatical subject and
have only the 3rd person singular.

However in most cases this is a semantic constraint rather than a syntactic one, so the first and the second
person forms of these verbs can be used in metaphor and poetry.

Koval T. P. The polyphony of cosmism philosophy

Summaru

The object of research is the philosophy of cosmism. The subject of scientific research is to highlight the
problems of philosophy of cosmism’s polyphony. The purpose of the article is to prove the difference between
«cosmism», «cosmic philosophy» and to define features and principles of cosmism, track down the dialectics of
scientific views regarding the phenomenon of ambiguity and specificity of cosmism.

The article deals with the causes of cosmism appearance in the philosophical thought. It is determined that the
origin of philosophical trend of cosmism was caused by a reaction to an objective need of vision of humanity that would
meet the new scientific understanding of the world and man. The article presents the analysis of the «cosmism
philosophy» model as a polyphonic phenomenon the components of which are humanitarian, natural and esoteric
fields.

The focus of attention is shifted to outline the principles and philosophy of cosmism. The basic principle of
cosmism is defined. It is the continuity of its existence in the context of world culture of mankind. The role of cosmism’s
polyphony philosophy for the innovative solution of the problem connected with the «immortality» of humanity is
described.

So, cosmism philosophy is a polyphonic piece of sociocultural phenomenon and unique concept in philosophical
thought, which arose on the verge of ages in XIX—XX centuries and was powerfully developed in the twentieth century
in various spheres of human creativity. The active inclusion of the individual to teamwork, respect for humanistic ideals
of humanity opens the Earth cosmic perspective of being a creative personality, justifies immortality — the
harmonization of the microcosm and the macrocosm.

The perspective of the research we see in establishing interdisciplinary connections at the intersection of
philosophy of cosmism, Ukrainian literature, pedagogy, helotology and synthesis of qualitative characteristics of the
mentioned cultural phenomena.
