studies. The first approach is the G. Kirkpatrick and
D. Tumminia approach: techno-animism is a belief
which combines animistic practices and science-fiction
imagery. This belief is based on believe in extra-ter-
restrial creatures which substitute natural spirits in
classic animism. This approach depends on the ani-
mism theory the researcher uses, either it is classical or
non-classical. The second approach is the approach of a
number of researchers (A. Blok, C. B. Jensen, M. Oda,
T. Okuno, and M. Pesce): techno-animism is a form of
animism, believes that technologies surround human
beings, are spiritual. The third approach is the A. Alli-
son’s approach: techno-animism is a Japanese aesthet-
ics which is related to anime and manga and based on
spiritual technologies (mecha). The fourth approach is
the E. Ogihara-Schuck approach: techno-animism is a
quasianimism, which is originated from the interaction
of modern technologies and animistic traditions of Ja-
pan and presented in anime.
