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Background. Modern pupils are constantly in a state of neuroemotion tension. This reduces the overall resistance of the body and promotes school exclusion.

Objective. Explore the modern context of the problems of school failure, features to Ukrainian realities and generalize the system of factors that lead to violations of school
adaptation.

Materials and methods. Scientific materials used in the process of writing theses, scientific publications domestic and foreign authors, personal observation results, news
media reports. The methods by which the materials were processed, compared, scientific generalizations, heuristics, observation.

Results. The term of «school failure» is used as an «umbrella» and brings together 13 categories of violations. To achieve real success we should develop those skills that
are not available for robots: creativity, imagination, initiative and leadership. We are moving in intellectual-creative age of wisdom. In consultation with school address family
problems should be, above all, to deploy the strategy, «you can do for your child?»

Conclusions. Steps up to the full integrated development of a child are a sense of family that they are not the «lonely island» in the world; teaching parents about the
importance of the discovery of talents and resources of the child, finding ways to implement them; continued support for dialogue with the child, analyze the causes of problems
and help overcome them; dosing studies, preventing «school toxicosis»; help your child to evaluate their own progress and achievement, which are not «bind» to the school
evaluation; supporting an attitude to school and respect for teachers.

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Background. In recent years in Ukraine and in the world there is a disappointing trend towards rising crime on sexual grounds. According to the Ministry of Internal
Affairs (2015) in prison for committing sexual offenses serve their sentences 22% of all prisoners and more than 1/3 of them - done it again. This is indicating a lack of prevention
of this type of offense.

Objective — based clinical research pathopsychological, socio-demographic regularities of mental disorders, using the method of situational analysis, to develop criteria for
forensic psychiatric examination of groups of «diminished responsibility» and the criteria for the appointment of compulsory medical measures.

Materials and methods. The author analyzed 90 cases of forensic psychiatry examination to the subject who committed the offense on sexual background and passed
forensic psychiatric examination in the Kyiv City Center of Forensic psychiatric Examination from 2011 to 2015 (5 years). We used the following methods: information-
analytical, clinical psychopathology, social, demographic, experimental psychological method of situational analysis, expert statistical.

Results. Among surveyed persons men were 96.7 % (87 cases), 3.3 % of women (3 cases). The average age of the surveyed - (35,6+2). More attracted to criminal responsi-
bility were persons aged 20-29 (38.9 % surveyed), followed by frequency - those aged 30-39 (34.5 % surveyed), in third place - people aged 40-49 (17.8 %). 33.3 % of persons
(30 cases) have specialized secondary education, 25.6 % (23 cases) — incomplete secondary education, 22.2 % (20 cases) - secondary education, persons with higher education
accounted for only 13.3 % (12 cases). Among the studied contingent dominated the single persons - 46.7 % (42 cases). In the group of legally responsible reliably (p<0.05),
compared with other groups, dominated divorced persons - 50 %. The type of socially dangerous actions (SDA): in 50 % was committed rape, 45 % — abuse and sexual contact
with minors, 5 % - other crimes against sexual integrity. The peculiarities of the implementation of the subject SDA distributed as follows: 74.4 % of cases in the period the
accused commit the alleged acts were in a sober state, in 25.6 % of cases — drunk. In 93.3 % (84 cases) criminal acts were committed alone, in 6.7 % (6 cases) - in group. In
57.8 % (61 cases) was observed situational solving of SDA, 42.2 % (29 cases) - SDA was planned in advance. In group «diminished responsibility» reliably dominated persons
with psychotic motivation (violation of sexual desire in the form of paraphilia — aggressive and violent, which combined with the pleasure distorted sexual desire (p<0,002)).
In the group of «legally responsible» individuals reliably dominated the persons with selfish (p <0,001), aggressive (p<0,002), selfish and violent (p<0,02) motivation. In 62.2 %
(11 cases) «diminished responsibility» persons had residual-organic brain damage with emotional and volitional disorders, combined with distorted sexual desire; in 27.8 %
(5 cases) were diagnosed with personality disorder (psychopathy) with distorted sexual desire. 10 % (2 cases) of patients had mild mental retardation with emotional and
volitional disorders, which combined with the distorted sexual desire.

Conclusions. The above socio-demographic and clinical features identified in this research can be used to determine the criteria of «diminished responsibility» in the
forensic psychiatric examination of the perpetrators of sexual crimes.
