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Background. Accentuation of character in mentally healthy family members can act as a factor of exacerbation of psychiatric symptoms in mentally ill husbands, exacerbate
its course, and may lead to marital maladjustment. Particularly acute this pattern is seen in families where one spouse suffers from personality disorder.

Objective - to install individual psychological characteristics of mentally healthy women whose husbands suffer from a personality disorder.

Materials and methods. Were examined 40 women whose husbands suffered from personality disorder (F60). Women were examined using the method by K. Leongard -
G. Smisek - to identify inherent personality traits.

Results. Found that the majority (85,0 %) examined women whose husbands suffer from a personality disorder, it was noted the combined type of accentuation, and only
16.0 % of women were identified isolated types of character accentuations. We conducted a detailed analysis of the personal characteristics of the surveyed women.

Conclusions. Type of accentuation points to the vulnerabilities of the character and thus allows to anticipate the factors that may lead to marital maladjustment, and con-
sider them as targets of prevention.
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
