Studying the reaction of the British Parliament to the beginning of
the German colonial expansion in Africa is important, because
parliamentarians not only expressed opinions of certain groups of the
population, but also directly or indirectly could influence on the foreign
policy of the British government.

The purpose of the article is to analyze the reaction of the British
Parliament to the beginning of the German colonial expansion in Africa
(1884-1888).

The analysis of the reaction of the British Parliament to the
beginning of the German colonial expansion in Africa (1884-1888) is
made. The expansionist rhetoric of the prominent representatives of
political circles of England is clarified.

Admission of the Germany on the way of colonial expansion was a
surprise to the ruling circles of Great Britain, which underestimated
political and economic power of the young state. Most ministers and
members of parliament believed that the actions of Germany were not only
means of countering the colonial expansion of France but that Germany
would be an ally of Britain in deciding of the Egyptian question. These
politicians believed that confrontation with Germany in colonial question
would be extremely undesirable for Great Britain. Members of the British
government, who shared this view, wanted to mitigate diplomatically the
negative impression, which was made on Bismarck by the long silence of
the British cabinet in response to his requests for encroachment of Great
Britain on the bay of Angra Pequena.

1t is proved that in 1884-1885 parliamentarians were little interested
in the colonial conquests of Germany in South Africa, because had not
seen yet in these actions serious threat to British colonial possessions.
Penetration of German to East Africa, the region that was actively
developed by industrialists of Manchester and Leeds, forced the deputies
who represented the interests of these circles, to address the problem of
competition with German colonizers in Africa in another way. Offering
unconstructive decisions, the Conservatives began to criticize the Liberal
Cabinet, seeing in its supposedly tough against the Bismarck position the
cause of strengthening the pace of German expansion.
