ONCE AGAIN ON THE CAUCASIAN
AND NEAR EASTERN GENESIS
OF SCYTHIAN «(AKINAKES»

The problem of origin of such famous close-range
Scythian weapons as the akinakes swords (and dag-
gers) is important for students of the Scythian culture.
Currently, numerous scholars have concluded that the
origin of the akinakes is connected to bimetallic (bronze
hilt and iron blade) swords and daggers with a cross-
shaped hilt, of the 9" — first half of the 7 century
BC. in the Northern Caucasus and in Eastern Europe,
known under different names, such as «Kabardino-Py-
atigorsk», «North-Caucasian», «Cimmerian». This pa-
per deals with the finds of North Caucasian weapons
related to the genesis of the Scythian arms, little known
to the broader European community of scholars.

The analyzed materials give evidence on the impor-
tant role played by the inhabitants of the Caucasus and
Western Asia at the transition from the Late Bronze to
the Early Iron Age, which contributed to the formation
of the early Scythian culture.
