and by a guttus. Graffiti are situated on the vessels’ outside bottoms, al palmettes are 7-leaved, which can evidence for a
common workshop and a mark of a craftsman, but not of a vessel’s owner. There are imprints of other vessels preserved
on many products, which indicates the way they were transported, in a rouleau. All vessel types find their analogies in the
materials from Athenian Agora. Average interval of such products usage is limited within the period from 350 to 325 BC.
This fact allows the author to determine the approximate time of the wreck event.

Among the material lifted and not belonging to the primary cargo, a black-glazed kantharos with large handles and flutes
on the sides (the 3" c. BC), grey clay narrow-necked amphora (the 2™ or 3 ¢.), and a jug kumgan (aquaemanale) with a
spout (the 16" or 17" c.).

The ceramics assemblage analysis allows the author to assume that the merchant ship accomplished voyages between the
Peparetus Island in the Aegean Sea and poleis in the north-western coast of the Black Sea: Tyras, Nikonis, or Olbia laden
with wine, olive oil and black-glazed wares; however, because of weather conditions or overload wrecked near Zmiinyi
Island (Levke). Further underwater research will help in solving many questions the main of which is related with the
subsequent destiny of this unique archaeological monument.

ANCIENT GREEK PERIOD POTTER’S WHEEL (to the issue of attribution)

In Ancient Greek cities on the north coast of the Black Sea, the ceramics technologies were similar to the Greek ones.
Correspondingly, potter’s wheels were like the Greek ones.

In native classical archaeology the issue of potter’s wheel structure was not studied enough. Potter’s wheel structure was
made of wood, while disc (fly-wheel) only was made of stone and very similar to millstone. Due to morphologic similarity,
potter’s wheels remains were often mistook for millstones.

During the work with Ancient Greek collection of stone-wares in the National Museum of Ukrainian History and
arranging of museum-lapidarium exposition in the National Historic and Cultural Preserve «Olbia», the authors attributed
two hand- and two foot-operated potter’s wheels. V.A. Bakhtov, a National painter of Ukraine, made a reconstruction of
the 6" ¢c. BC hand-operated potter’s wheel in the «Olbia» Preserve.

Thus, fragments of Ancient Greek potter’s wheels are presented to scholarship circles and the distinctions between fly-
wheel discs and millstones are determined.
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
