Kyiv, May 23d, 2018

I am very honoured to be asked to extend my warmest greetings to the
delegates at this most important Conference. I wish you every success with the
Conference, as well as all the valuable discussions, presentations, and
publications that will result from it.

Clearly a new course must be charted for humanity if we are to be
successful in dealing with such difficult problems as climate change, the
environmental crisis, huge disparities in income and wealth, the migration of
millions of people, terrorism, conflict between different groups, races, and
religions, and the possibility of nuclear and chemical warfare.

To date, little consideration has been given to the role that culture can play
in coming to grips with these problems. And yet, culture and people working in
the cultural field possess many of the insights, ideas, skills, and convictions that
are necessary to create this new course and make it operational. This will require
commitment to the centrality of culture, the assertion of fundamental cultural
beliefs, values, and ideals, seeing the world from a cultural perspective, and
especially changing the context within which all developments in the world take
place to culture since context determines contents.

Changing the context to culture will make it possible to get people talking
about the need for and nature of a cultural age and what is most essential to
achieve in a cultural age. In order to do this, it will be necessary to create a great
deal more collaboration between all the different disciplines, institutions,
individuals, and groups that are concerned with culture, from the arts and
humanities on the one hand to the sciences on the other. Ultimately, this is the
key to ushering in a cultural age, enabling it to flourish, and achieving more
security, stability, harmony, happiness, and sustainability in the world.

Situated squarely in the middle of all this activity is the person and the need
to cultivate the cultural personality. This is intimately connected to all the
pioneering work that has been achieved in this area in the Ukraine over many
years through your Institute, UNESCO Chair, University, and annual
conferences, especially in terms of the upbringing and education of young people
and future generations of citizens.
