Shulga G. Determination of the potential of natural and recreational resources of
the mountain territories of the Ukrainian Carpathians

The article is devoted to the problems of spatial development of mountain-recreational
territories of the Ukrainian Carpathians. The author analyzes the recreational resources,
compares the definition of «recreational resources» in the scientific and technical literature. It
is recommended to determine the bandwidth of mountain recreational zones by a mathematical
method with restrictions on permissible loads on natural landscapes.
