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“HOLY TRINITY” OF REGIONAL ECONOMICS

In modern academic and political discourse, regional-national-global relations are considered within
the framework of the approach called “new regionalism.” Although most of these publications focus on
aspects of macro-regionalism (for example, the geo-economic and geopolitical positioning of certain state
and their integration associations, the formation of world order, etc.), the processes of formation of me-
so-regions, global cities, and cities-regions form a separate territorial area of “new regionalism.”

During the last two decades, the so-called “heterodox paradigm” was formed, which examines the specifics
of regional progress from prospects different than neoclassical or Keynesian mainstream. Within the frame-
work of the heterodox paradigm, the problems of economic development of regions, states, and the globalized
world are divided into several multi-layered empirical and theoretical spheres of interaction under the united
framework of the so-called “holy trinity” of regional economics: technologies — organizations — territories.

However, as noted by M. Storper, the heterodox regional economic theory in its pure form was too
mechanistic with rigid physics and the geometry of inputs and outputs of the system. Instead, the re-
searcher suggests supplementing its focus with relational rather than tangible assets that are limited
and difficult to obtain and simulate — this approach is called “reflexive/relational turn.” According to the
approach, the modern economy is a complex organizational puzzle consisting of a set of “worlds” that are
mutually overlapped on each other.

However, in the 2000s, the approach has undergone significant criticism, primarily because of ex-
cessive autonomy of the regions and a diminution of the role of governments. In response to critical
remarks, an updated vision of the new regionalism emerged, according to which the main catalysts of the
post-Fordist dynamics of growth, as well as the basic social and political-economic entities of the world,
are not regions but their separate type — “global city regions.”
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
