Volynets G. The Problem-Thematic and Genre Content of the “lMisHanko Big 6” (Pisnayko Since 6)
Magazine

The article deals with the thematic priorities of the ‘“Tlianatiko 6id 6” (Pisnayko since 6) Ukrainian chil-
dren’s periodical publication, defines its structural and thematic features, as well as genre specific.

The history of children magazines, of books, of magazine’s and book’s illustrations dates back about
three centuries. The advance from cheap book publications of folk stories and abecedaries to luxurious
magazines and books created specially for children was run. Contemporary journalism for children and youth
is an independent segment of the media’s general system. Unfortunately, for today children publications
have to constantly withstand the battle with television, computer and newest information technologies. Today
the need to perform the structural and functional analysis of the thematic and genre priorities of the
“MNisHatiko 8id 6” (Pisnayko since 6) informative and escapist magazine is occurred, and to define the main
methods used by the magazine to capture the modern child’s attention.

The “TlisHatiko” (Pisnayko) magazine [9] is published in Ukrainian language, has rich visual and informa-
tive content. The printing is issued for the different age groups and in various languages: the “Tli3Hatiko 8i0
2 do 6 — xypHan 0ns maneHbkux” (Pisnayko since 2 to 6 — the magazine for little ones) (in Ukrainian); the
“fisHatiko 6i0 6 — Oumsyul xypHan” (Pisnayko since 6 — the children magazine) (in Ukrainian); the
“lMosHatiko — demckull xypHan” (Posnayko — the children magazine) (in Russian); the “Posnayko — Kids
magazine” (1-4 year of English language learning; in English / in Russian).

The ‘“TlisHatiko” (Pisnayko) magazine is an international children publishing of informative and game, sci-
ence and belles, as well as developmental manner. The “[NisHaliko” (Pisnayko) is a universal magazine by its
content: it combines several main functions (such as: pedagogic, belles and esthetic, informative, cognitive,
cultural and educational, teaching, game); contains various material, which can provide for the young read-
ers an interesting leisure-time activities: fiction books of Ukrainian and foreign authors (qualified translation
into Ukrainian language), cognitive, reference and encyclopedic information, intellectual tasks, such as re-
buses, crosswords, puzzles.

Genres of children periodical publications constitute a specific system, differ from genres of “adult” journal-
ism. In the children magazines only elements or fragments of interview, photo-report, photo-essay can be
found. But the most part of the genre content is represented by so called literature (belles) small forms of epic
and lyric genres. Genres placed in the publishing pages most often are: in prose they are authors (literature)
fairy-tales and stories, in poetry they are rhymes, songs, as well as riddles, proverbs and tongue twisters.

The “TisHatiko 8id0 6” (Pisnayko since 6 magazine) in the entertaining and game form helps pupils in
study: educational tasks are “hidden” under the mysterious spy ciphers, exciting adventures, head-spinning
puzzles, mountains of interesting games. Together with the main magazine’s character, little Pisnayko
badger, every month the readers travelling through world’s countries, acknowledging with novelties in the
technical and book world, learning about unusual animals. The ‘TlisHaliko” (Pisnayko) magazine makes
child’s leisure-time activities and education maximally filled and useful.
