Shcherbyna M. Pastoralization of Social and Cultural Life in Elizabethan England

The article deals with the pastoralization of English Renaissance social and cultural life. The questions
concerning the factors forming those cultural practices that were evoked by the pastoral compositions in the
English literature of the XVI century are observed.

The formation of the cultural practices that were inspired by the pastoral works and fueled by the aestheti-
zation of nostalgia for the lost world of natural harmony can be regarded as one of the pastoralization mani-
festations in the field of social and cultural life of the Elizabethans. Among these cultural practices one should
mention the specific court entertainment stylization, identification of the key figures with pastoral imagery, and
popularity of pastoral court masks.

The analysis of the poem “The Shepheardes Calendar” in the light of the latest methodologies (close
reading, research methods in methodological paradigm of receptive aesthetics, hermeneutics and new his-
torizm) has shown that the poet extends common conception about the evolution of English Renaissance
pastorality and makes deeper the comprehension of semantic range and artistic virtuosity of Spenser poetry.
The Spenser’s role in intellectual-spiritual continuum of English Renaissance is displayed and his place in the
history of national poetic tradition is determined.

The pastoralization in English Renaissance literature emerges in several main inclinations of cultural life,
and its appearance and rapid development is caused by the number of social and cultural factors. The nature
of these factors is determined to some extent by the precise immanent nature of English pastoralization, and
non-identical pastoralization in other European literatures is displayed.

Cultural practices (a stylization of court entertainment under the shepherds holiday, metaphorical identify-
ing of the Queen and her surroundings with pastoral images, the implementation of mythologems “golden
age” and pastoral idyll to cultural turnover, etc.), on the one hand, — weren’t born without the influence of par-
ticular literary texts, and on the other, — they facilitated the appearance of new texts.
