Temchenko L. Communicative Peculiarities of O. Honchar’s Journalism (to the Problem of Over-
coming the Social Realism Canon)

The changing ideological dominant of O. Honchar’s journalism of the 1960 — 90s is under study in the
given article. The publicistic heritage of the writer is considered in the socio-cultural context: from totalitarian
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regime to perestroika and post-perestroika time. Communicative peculiarities of his journalism are deter-
mined by the changing values of society.

His publicistic activity can be regarded within three periods: the first one is the 1960s, the second one is
the end of the 1970-ies — the beginning of the 1980-ies, the third one is the middle of the 1980-ies — the be-
ginning of the 1990-ies. The publicistic activity of the first as well as second periods is shaped under the to-
talitarian regime, when the writer was influenced by the official concepts of the reality within the ideological
and political blockade. The content and tonality of O. Honchar’s publicistic works are influenced mainly by
socialism’s criteria such as party membership, class character, and nationhood.

Despite the time difference as well as different political and socio-cultural situation, O. Honchar’s publicis-
tic writing of the 1960s, the 1980-90-ies is distinguished by the issues of saving cultural environment of the
nations. The writer deals with the problems of the Ukrainian language’s functioning as well as underlines the
necessity of the state’s interfering into the language structuring in Ukraine. He attempts to prevent from the
prompt out-drop of Ukrainian schools in Ukrainian cities as well as demands the constitutional protection of
the language. O. Honchar considers the discrimination of the Ukrainian language to influence the nation’s
welfare. The language problem is regarded as a state-making factor as well as a symbol of the Ukrainians’
unity in the world.

O. Honchar’s publicistic works, dated from the end of the 1980-ies and the beginning of the 1990-ies, in-
clude the whole complex of national issues: technogenic, ecological, spiritual, and national catastrophes,
historical heritage, indifference to native culture, its neglect by the state. The writer emphasizes the indivisi-
bility of nature and language ecology as well as the features of moral decline. Studied at the academic, eco-
logical, political and cultural levels, the symbol “Chernobyl” encourages the realization of national catastro-
phes.

O. Honchar’s publicistic works mark the evolution of society’s values while underlining the falsity of en-
foreced statements. His devotion to global conclusions, analytical survey of not only urgent but also globally
philosophical issues distinguished O. Honchar’s literary and publicistic creative activity.
