Bondarenko T. The Gaia image in “The Ecologist” magazine

The article presents analysis of Gaia image in British radical alternative ecological magazine “The
Ecologist”, which is published in London since 1970. Gaia hypothesis, the central idea of ecobiocentric
environmental ethics, is the main concept on which the magazine’s founder Edward Goldsmith has
formed ideology of “The Ecologist”. Theoretical theses of Gaia hypothesis, formulated at the end of
1970 by British scientist James Lovelock and became the central idea of deep ecology, acquire new
meanings in the magazine. First of all, the use of the mythological image is an effective communica-
tion strategy of “The Ecologist”, which considers a priority in ecological awareness and reorientation of
mankind on nature conservation.

The author concludes that Gaia, presented in “The Ecologist”, differs from the mythical image,
Mother Earth, that played a big role in creation of the Universe. It has a host of interpretation and first
of all considers as a settled fact, but not a hypothesis. Gaia is presented as a biological creature, spa-
tio-temporal and cybernetic system, that is perfectly organized in space and time and can accumulate
information and transmit it from generation to generation. As a complicated self-reqgulated hierarchic
organism, it consists of different levels, such as molecular, biological organisms, local communities
and ecosystems. So Gaia in “The Ecologist” magazine is recognized a living being, but its’ main fea-
tures became biological characteristics: commitment, hierarchy and so on.

Moreover using the image of Gaia in order to give the Earth a separate status, first single and
unique “supersystem”, Edward Goldsmith embeds it into modern global environmental context in
which Gaia is seen primarily as a center of strenuous struggle between two worlds — the man-made
(“environmental impostor”, “artificial world”, technosphere) and original (primitive world) whose activi-
ties are consistent with the order of ecosphere and maintains its stability. Primitive world is much ide-
alized in Edward Goldsmith’s concept, which becomes utopia and chimerical idea, on the one hand,
and a very interesting subject and promising direction for further research, on the other.
