Moroz V.Y. Historical epoch of primitive communication

The questions of periodization of the history of primitive society are considered, the late Paleolithic
era is highlighted (35—11 thousand years ago on the territory of Ukraine archaeologists found 800 Paleo-
lithic sites) features of the sacred world of Paleolithic man are identified: an attempt to explain the
mechanism of the universe and determine its place in reality, the formation of fundamental principles of
their own religious consciousness: a) the totems — the belief in common ancestor for a particular group —
a certain animal, plant, etc. b) animism — the belief in the existence of souls and spirits, who supposedly
run the entire material world, and c) fetishism — the worship of inanimate objects, belief in the supernatu-
ral properties of the material things d) magic — ritual associated with witchcraft, preaching and faith in the
human ability to invoke supernatural phenomenon. The article is devoted to the investigation of the his-
torical communication of primitive age, revealing its models (Paleolithic, Mesolithic, Neolithic and Chalco-
lithic), the description of its structure, the analysis of its species (ritual, predictive). The features of the
Paleolithic model of the world are explained: the emergence of stone tools, the ability of tools made of
bone, building houses — dugouts, the development of material culture, the growth of the collective labor;
origin of the spiritual foundations of culture: thinking, language, religion, ideological concepts, elements
of art and magic. Indicated on the multidimensional approach in the consideration of the Paleolithic world
model: 1) at the time of appearance of the earliest people in the territory of modern Ukraine, there are
different views of researchers, 2) there is a scientific opinion on the uplift of Paleolithic man, which is evi-
denced by the emergence of art. Attention is drawn to the Paleolithic world model, which forms a con-
ceptual and valuable picture of the world, its sacred core and spiritual sphere; characterized Paleolithic
art, specified on its features: images of animals - objects of hunting, a man begins distinguishing himself
from nature and begins to portray themselves; theme drawings, in which fertility, fertility, feminine domi-
nate; hand prints (black or red ink), and the so-called "pasta” (bundles of parallel wavy lines, written by
hand or thin stick), fantastic images with combination of animals and humans and several animals fea-
tures; Mesolithic model of the world (12 million years BC. e) with its paleoethnografical differences be-
tween separate ethnic communities, with the tribal organization of people, with the invention of the bow
and arrow, the advent of agriculture and animal husbandry, development of the spiritual life of prehistoric
man and the ethnic picture of the world, the Neolithic and Chalcolithic model peace and ethnic picture of
the world. Neolithic model of the world (VI-IV millennium BC.) which is characterized by the creation hoe
agriculture, the spread of market gardening; allocation ceramics, textile production, the invention of writ-
ing, the appearance of ornamentation; cast metal (copper) is proposed. The historical model of Neolithic
with its distinctive features is characterized: primitive communal formation of ancient society, tribalism,
economic and social basis of which was a matriarchy, social equality, the origin of institutions of tribal
authorities, pottery, ceramic ornamentation. Aeneolithic model of Tripoli culture is proposed, communica-
tive features of which appear in the ornamentation, in the cult of pair female deities, with prototypes of
ideographic circuits of the world tree, with its three-term separation of the vertical and four sides in the
horizontal plane, which is apparent in the women's images, in the agricultural fertility cults, certified with
images of women with horns, in rainmaking rituals and worship of snakes, at the reflection in the orna-
mentation of Tripoli lunarny (monthly) and solar (solar) cults. Communication strategies of historical
communication in the Bronze Age (Il millennium BC.), the Iron Age (I millennium BC.) are determined, its
models (ethnic and urbanistic) are characterized. The ethnic model of the world in the culture of farmers
and pastoralists is investigated and its features are marked on: 1) manufacturing of forged products,
2) the invention of the circle 3) silicate glass manufacturing technology, 4) intercultural communication
(relationship of the farmer with the nomads) 5) the appearance of the first fortifications (so-called Chor-
noliska culture) 6) the distribution of famous monuments of Ukraine — stone idols. The importance of bi-
nary oppositions in the description of any picture of the world is considered. The historical communica-
tion of Neolithic (VI-IV millennium BC.), Chalcolithic (IV-IIl millennium BC.), the Bronze and Iron Ages is
analyzed in binary models: matriarchy — patriarchy, space — chaos, farmers — nomads; linear — Band
ceramics — Rombo — dot pattern; lunarny — solar cults, sacred — profane, rural culture (Tripolij) — Urban
Culture (Gelo, Belskoe settlement). Attention is paid to features of the late Paleolithic — early Neolithic
period ritual communication, which are observed in the religious ideas of the people in their belief in the
supernatural.
