Hirina T. Competition Radio and Television Broadcasting in the Context of the History of
Children’s Radio Brazil

In the article the stages of formation and the current state of children’s radio Brazil. The author
analyzes the genre, thematic diversity of radio and attempts to understand the concept of educational
broadcasting the country.

In majority of countries children’s radio broadcasting appeared almost simultaneously in 1920-
1930s, but it followed different paths in the process of its establishing and development. Thus, in
Europe children’s broadcasting was financially supported and maintained by charity funds and
organizations, which provided for the programs to meet children’s needs as close as possible.
Children’s radio broadcasting has been poorly represented in totalitarian countries (like the USSR)
and keeps having ideological function (present-day China). Censorship and total control over the form
and content of children’s radio programs can still be observed in China, where cutting edge
technologies co-exist side by side with communistic values of pioneers. In North American countries
children’s radio programs were created at the expense of advertisers. Since 1930 the majority of
successful children’s radio programs have been sponsored by companies that treated children as a
link between parents and corporations.

Leveling of geographical boundaries for broadcasting requires critical understanding of the global
broadcasting practice in terms of younger audience. That is why the paper offers an insight into the
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evolution of children’s broadcasting against the background of social and political developments of the
time. The article identifies the reqularities in the development of children’s broadcasting and their
correlation with the state political influence or advertisers’ financial support. It also makes a projection
on the contemporary stage of children’s broadcasting development in different countries, which helps
us understand the place in the global communication process that Ukraine occupies as a country
whose potential in children’s broadcasting is not fully explored. Thus, we think that the best way to
develop the national children’s broadcasting system is to establish full-cycle specialized children’s
radio stations. Increased interest among researchers proves that it is time to embrace the full range of
processes that are taking place in the system of children’s broadcasting.
