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Abstract. The paper is justified the fact that priorities formation of government administration in the sphere
of development of medical education of Ukraine should proceed from the classification of the corresponding
problems, ranging them by importance and relative reduction of the purposes for their solution. The problems
of the medical education are selected to be classified appropriately as organizational, personnel, financial,
informative and treating, procedural. The number of problems are proved not to demand by special intervention
of the state and can be solved in the complex with other problems by means of realization of priorities of
governmental administration with the development of medical education. The latter can be dealt with the
standardization of the medical education, the financing regulation and interaction with medical treatment
facilities, coordination of scientific and systematic provision and others.

Keywords: public administration, health education, health.

Guidelines to the increase of quality of life, provi-
sion of national security in the aspect of the care of
public health of Ukraine stipulate relevant increase
of attention to the problems of content and quality
of staff training for the health care system. The med-
ical education development in Ukraine is based on
the series of opposite prerequisites and tendencies
among which one can name the system of practical
training of students and a tendency to the financial
and economic independence of the health facilities
on present-day conditions, high financial capacity
of medical education and deficiency of budget allo-
cations into the sphere, complexity and durability
of knowledge obtaining in this field and decrease of
motivation of the contemporary students to study,
etc originated still in the period of the USSR. Be-
cause of these conditions the attempts of medical
education reformation collide with the problem of
occasional fact of determination of current and the
most urgent manifestation of these contradictions
and determination of the guidelines of content
change, organizational forms and personnel train-
ing management for health protection of Ukraine
population.

It should be pointed out that the problems of the
medical education development and governmental
administration of it are widely discussed by the rep-
resentatives of medical educational society, practi-
cal doctors, representatives of organs of state ad-
ministration of health protection. Among the most

outstanding publications on this problem, one should
pay attention the papers of R. Bogatyryova, T. Cher-
nyshenko, S. Gluzman, M. Biliskaya and others. At
the same time, in academic quarters, among practi-
cal experts and state functionaries there is no unity
concerning the range of problems and priority trends
of medical education development, placement of
emphasis from the point of view its content, train-
ing and organizational components. According to
the principles of the management, the efficiency of
the managerial impact can be achieved only with
concentration of efforts to the well-defined formu-
lated problems with consideration of correlations
between them. Reviewing the above-mentioned in-
formation, the problem of classification of the prob-
lems and priorities of medical education in Ukraine
is current and practically significant for elaboration
of methods and measures of the government admin-
istration impact in this sphere.

The purpose of the paper is determination and
classification of the principal problems of the medi-
cal education development in Ukraine at present
conditions and justification of the priorities of the
governmental administration and their solution.

The analysis of the existing thoughts concern-
ing principal drawbacks of the system of Higher
Medical Education of Ukraine permits to establish
two principal approaches which can be convention-
ally determined as general systematic one (review
of the principal problems of functioning of medical
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education system and its management), informative
and pedagogic one (the emphasis to the separate
components of the content or organization of train-
ing the experts for health protection).

The first of above-mentioned approaches joins
the diagnostics of problems in functioning and man-
agement by medical education. Besides, in papers of
R. Bogatyryova, Yu. Voronenko and I. Vitenko [1]
to the general problems of the contents and organi-
zation plan still in 2000 were introduced: problems
which are with defense of dissertations or theses or
with obtaining the academic titles of an Assistant
Professor or a Professor via extreme requirements
of the SCC and financial position of a lecturer; low
level of participation of workers of medical educa-
tional establishments in research-and-systematic
conferences in problems of Higher Medical and
Pharmaceutical Education in Ukraine carrying out
under the aegis of Ministry of Health and Central
Training Study; dearth of the government financing
of publishing business creating of National course

books, absence of the proper quality control sur-
veillance and duplication of books from the side of
the Ministry of Health; insufficient level of the stu-
dents’ training; complexity and duplication of li-
cense procedures, accreditation and certification of
educational establishments.

The lines of attack on the problems the authors
saw in the following: intensification of the Central
Training Study of Higher Medical Education ac-
tivities and Training Study of preparation of junior
experts of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine, of the
Testing Centre of Ministry of Health of Ukraine,
the Laboratories of Pre-Diploma (the Donetsk
Medical University) and Post-Diploma Training of
Doctors (the Kiev Medical Academy of Post-Di-
ploma Education), the Laboratories on the Prob-
lems of Pharmaceutical Education (National Phar-
maceutical Academy); intensification of activities
of Support Departments and revision of their list in
case if they cannot provide Research-and-Training
Management of development and distribution of

national production of visual model for formation
of the fundamental background and practical skills
of the students [1].

Systematization and addition of list of above-
mentioned problems concerning of the medical edu-
cation development in Ukraine represented in the
Table gives an opportunity to determine correspond-
ing to them priorities and direction of governmen-
tal administration.

Starting from the above-mentioned information,
it should be underlined that in spite of the sufficient
long period of health protection reformation and
submission of medical care, from one side, and cor-
responding measures on medical education reforma-
tion, from the other, the problems of the medical
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education of Ukraine even have not been solved that
attests of fundamental nature of its content and, si-
multaneously, of the critical nature of its character.
Making the government administration policy in
accordance to principles of management has to come
from the necessity of limitation and ranging of pur-
poses and priorities for the most effective and opti-
mum division of the present in profile bodies of the
governmental administration resources and achieve-
ment of the set goals of putting the medical educa-
tion to the most productive world standards with
simultaneous saving of national profit in the given
sphere. Classification of the problems of the medi-
cal education development and their further detail-
ing should become the scientific foundation for de-
velopment of individual elements of governmental
administration mechanism in the sphere. The policy
in the sphere of standardization of conditions and
the medical education content, regulation of finan-
cial relations between Higher Medical Educational
Establishments and health protection facilities, reg-
ulation of financial provision of research and inno-
vative activity of the Establishments should be re-
lated to the list of the latter ones.
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
