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FROM THE EDITOR-IN-CHIEF

International forum "Rio +20 “The
Future We Want,” was held on June, 2012,
its main task was to sum up the 20-year of
international efforts to implement of
sustainable development principles in the
world in general and national levels.

Unfortunately, the forum resolved that
lately a lot of done only for development
and adoption of efficient series of
regulatory documents in the field of
efficient  nature = management  and
environmental preservation.

At the same time, Summit was forced to
noted: achievments results for preserve
environment raise concerns; environmental
degradation continues, tasks of developing
for sustainable development require
significant adjustment.

Therefore VII International Scientific
and Practical Conference "Problems for
nature management, sustainable
development & technogenic safety of
regions" devotes main focus to the
following problems:

* theoretical, humanistic, legal,
philosophical aspects of sustainable
development;

* natural resources potential, its
preservation and rational nature
management and technologies;

» peculiarities of functioning for large
geo- techno- ecosystems, the effects of
violation of their equilibrium,;

» biodiversity, ecological network,
conservation territory;

* environmental monitoring, environ-
mental and technological safety of life;

» environmental education;

» role of society in achieving the goals
of sustainable development.

You hold Collection, which is dedicated
to the memory of outstanding humanists -
philosophers T.G. Shevchenko V.I. Ver-
nadsky, and A.T. Gonchar. Each saw nature
as a precious creation and called for the
harmonization of their relationship in his
artistic career, also in connection with the
celebration of anniversaries of their birth
dates.

The collection contents some plenary
reports, which includes primed the
theoretical and practical achievements in
the aforementioned fields.

Particular attention was paid toward
environmental status of a large geo- tehno-
ecosystems, because they determine the
conditions of life at large in size and
population areas.

First of all it concerns the catchment
areas of large rivers (Dnieper, Volga and
others) and climatic regional groups (the
Crimea, the Carpathians, Polesia and
others).

The first experience of creating an
integrated  environmental = monitoring
system for uranium ore processing
territories,  powerful  examples  of
ecologically oriented technologies using
and cascading principle of productions, the
revival of ecosystems are shown.
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Attention is paid to public influence on
decision-making in environmental
management and nature protection.There
isn’t consensus on how to solve the
problem of harmonious coexistence of
humans and nature in society.

On the one hand, in daily life part of the
society under the conventional name
"Michurinists", which consists mostly of
industrialists, politicians, bureaucrats and
scientists and technocrats that serve under
a guise of slogans about the welfare of the
people, realize known principle: nature
isn’t a temple, but a workshop, and a man
is a boss in it.

The second part of society, under the
conventional name "Green", that consists
mostly of public, progressive industrialists,
non-engaged scientists and philosophers,
with  varying success  rich  to
implementation of the principles: nature
knows better and if to conform to this
logic, we can create the foundation for
many social changes and economic
transformation.

And there is one big part of society that
has take '"neutral" position with the
opinion: if our ancestors were mistaken,
because they don’t have paid particular

attention to the consequences of decisions,
let us and we will not review the decisions
taken by them before, because we don’t
know effects of future changes.

Dedications to the collection sections
graphically describe the confrontation of
these approaches.

We hope, after reading the publications
in this collection, each reader will be able
to compare the environmental conditions in
various countries and regions, to assess the
most effective directions of research to
overcome the effects of industrial
development path and disregard the laws
of nature, to formulate for himself the
answer to the question: Agenda 21 -
Sustainable Development. And what's
next?”

In our view, a picture of the cover
collection "So heed the voice of Nature,
Earth and Sky!" tells us the answer the
question.
