In accordance with the objective of the article, which consists
in explanation of the conception of “accounting development”, the
following results have been achieved.

From the earliest time people thought about the meaning of the
term “development”. It was considered that any tangible as well as
intangible object always moves, changes, advances. Eventually the
primary content of movement and development was changed. These
terms are used in everyday life in different areas of study, including
accounting. The explanation of their content has theoretical value,
which consists in increment of scientific knowledge in accounting
area and consequently is actual course of scientific research. Any
changes in the world are determined as movement, the process
of transfer of body with regard to other bodies in the space. The
object can move in ascending as well as in descending direction,
consequently the movement can be progressive or regressive. Progress
(from Latin: progress, success) - the type, line of development,
which is characterized by transition from lowest to highest, from less
consummate to more perfect. The progressive forward changing
of material objects from simple to complex one, from lowest to
highest one is called development. Regressive — from Latin, the
one, who goes back in his/her development. Perhaps the phrase
“accounting movement” has never been used because people rejected
the regression of accounting. It is impossible a priori as accounting

reflects the state of facts, changes over time, becomes complicated,
improves, acquires new elements and objects, i.e. forward moves to
highest, perfect one. Developed means one, who has become better,
more perfect, raised to higher level, reached a high level in something.
The development of any object, including accounting, or absence of the
development may be determined by study of its state in time. The
analysis of achievements in theory, practice, professional occupation,
education, accounting regulation gives the opportunity to consider
the perpetual development of accounting. There are the following
periods of accounting development: historical evolution, current
state, continual development. As the result of contradictions, just as
the law of development, the new, perfected one has extracted from
general unity. After a certain period of time this new, perfected one
partially enters the period of “continued development”. The general
unity, which the new one has been extracted from in previous period,
enters into the period of historical evolution. The objects change,
become bigger, various or limited, complicated or simple, developed
or stayed the same, differential or integrated, they create new links,
relations, become more adapted to environment.

Accounting development is progressive perpetual process.
It characterizes by presence of triad “historical evolution, current
state, continual development” and pursuant to diffusing effect gradually
develops from one state (stage) to another. Accounting development
is conducted by gradual increment of something new, qualitative,
better, completed one.
