This article presents the account of the mid-19th — early-20th ethnic Ukrainian peasant family life
to focus on the role of the father. Drawing on ethnological sources, the author explores how men
have behaved as parents and try to understand the role that fathers play in the development of
their children and being responsible for their children. Also, the author put focus on uncovering the
social origins of the «family manx/«father» ideal and explores how this standard propriety found its
way into practice. The keys message of the article is that parenting was a social virtue pertinent to
both sexes, but if men did not have children it was not the problem for their masculinity in the same
ways as it was for women. The fathers should help rear and teach his children, but only after they
grew up from baby age (0-5 years old, in general). Until this period fathers didn’t nurse children
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when they were ill, didn’t play with them, didn’t show any emotions and their time with their children
was limited. The love and care for the small babes came from mothers or other women in the home
(grandmothers, sisters etc.). Mothers were central to the home, but fathers remained the ultimate
authorities. The physical chastisement for children was an essential part of peasant-class men'’s
authority in their households. Men who were breadwinners demanded respect; if they did not get it,
they might enforce their wishes with violence, against both women and children.
