HUMANISTIC PRAGMATISM AND THE MEANING OF DIALOGUE
IN THE CONTEXT OF UKRAINE IN THE XXI CENTURY

The article deals with the influence of dialoguetba development of social
relations in society in the context of humanistiagmatism. Humanistic pragmatism
is a philosophy developed by F.C.S.Schiller abobtiadred years ago. Its postulates
are based on principles of tolerance, mutual untierding and peace. ldeas,
expressed in this philosophy postulate a possibdit gradual and sustainable self-
improvement of man in the process of his persondlsocial growth. The moral value
of humanistic pragmatism consists of its influelmce human ability to direct and
organize life by way of interpersonal and sociaénaction.

Humanistic pragmatism proceeds from the pgattuthat human life is the
only life that man can have and it must be livetdanmony and peace with human and
natural environment. Schiller stated that man ie thain creative force in the making
of his reality where his own life experience unfoldith its needs, values and
consequences. This idea postulates that man,feeeabeing, can make himself and
contribute to human prosperity. On the other hahdygues that no matter what, how
and when man acts, he is responsible for his doing.

In the context of humanistic pragmatism tleénneoncept that defines the
character of human relations in the XXI centuryhis tendency to organize life so that
the existing reality is not only preserved, busistainably developed so that people
can live happily in peace and harmony.

Modern concepts of peaceful and sustainalfie énvision a holistic
approach. It admits that the  development of hunmellect, attitudes, values and
interests is inseparably tied with the worldviefvhis social environment. The vital
sense of man’s balanced life consists of havingjaaie means/instruments to create
his future in unity with his close and far neighborAmong such instruments Schiller's
humanistic pragmatism suggests dialogue, basedobdasity and creative approach
to resolving big and small differences.

At present the insights of humanistic pragsmathave been developed in
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the tendencies of the XXI worldview that demonsteat aspiration to correspond to
the principles of dialogical thinking. It means ttdialogue is considered an effective
balancing force able to create a holistic perceptad the world.

The ethical potential of dialogue in contexthoimanistic pragmatism is
directed to suppressing selfishness and actualizimgchanisms of personal
responsibility. Dialogue with its immanent intemtiof parity and partnership is a valid
factor in providing social stability.

The potential of dialogue can be of use inrggkterm "simmering» conflict.
Often when there are disagreements that have neilgessatisfactory decision, but
people have to live side-be-side, they have todomde way to escape an open conflict.
In such cases dialogue, understood in the contekumanistic pragmatism, is in fact
the only instrument to work out a routine of liviggietly in a situation of ‘no peace /no
war’.
