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Modern problem of anomie in the context of social devitalization of
personality

There has been examined the evolution of the semantic load of the concept
“anomie” from ancient times to the present, and has been determined that its mean-
ing changed from Antique “the lack of law, norms of”’ to modern “the impossibility of
a comparison with other people, according to standards, as well as getting the person
to an indefinite status”. Also has been found that anomie, due to the transition from
the traditional to the industrial society in the late XIX—early XX century, from the
phenomenon—partner turned into a threatening process of social development. Has
been noted that anomie is a special sign of endlessness of the transition from one
value to another, or even a complete deregulation of the value field. There has been
focused that anomie in the society itself is a form to incite the individual to escape
beyond the social space. It’s been stated that violations of the border always carries
the threat of social and biological vitality. And the last, there has been argued that
anomie, as a bearer of ideas going beyond social permition, is one of the factors in
the context of which the social devitalization of personality grows.
